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SECTION I – PROGRAM DESCRIPTION
IMPROVED QUALITY OF DECENTRALIZED BASIC EDUCATION (IQDBE)
Increased Relevance of Junior Secondary and Non-Formal Education to Work and Life Skills (Program Objective 3)
A. Summary

USAID/Indonesia is competitively soliciting interest from qualified Applicants to implement activities that provide junior-high aged youth with education that is relevant to work and life.

B. USAID Indonesia Country Strategy

USAID/Indonesia is initiating implementation of its country strategic plan for the period FY 2004 through FY 2008.  The overall Mission goal is to strengthen a moderate, stable and productive Indonesia. USAID has identified four Strategic Objectives (SOs) that, when achieved, will have measurable impact in meeting this goal:

1)
Resulting from President Bush’s October 12, 2003 announcement, a major new initiative will improve the quality of decentralized basic education.
2)
A newly integrated approach to community-driven development and government service delivery will contribute to higher quality basic human services.

3)
In a sector where USAID is already the leading donor in Indonesia, assistance will be provided for effective democratic and decentralized governance.
4)
Improving economic governance and competitiveness in trade and investment will result in strengthened economic growth and employment creation. 
To achieve the first objective, improvement in the quality of decentralized basic education in Indonesia, USAID will implement the Improved Quality of Decentralized Basic Education (IQDBE) program.  IQDBE is comprised of three sets of activities or intermediate results (IRs) resulting in:

Program Objective 1: 
More effective decentralized education management and governance; 

Program Objective 2: 
Improved quality of teaching and learning; and

Program Objective 3: 
Increased Relevance of Junior Secondary and Non-formal Education to Work and Life Skills.
The first and second set of activities will be implemented through acquisition processes, the third set, through assistance.

C. BASIC EDUCATION IN INDONESIA

I. Program Background

Indonesia’s education system is failing its youth.  Education management is in disarray, funding is inadequate, quality is declining, and millions of children are dropping out each year.  As a result, the majority of Indonesian children are being deprived of the skills and knowledge required to find and retain a job and, collectively, to contribute to Indonesia’s competitiveness in the global economy.

From the early 1970s until the economic crisis of 1998, Indonesia’s education system grew rapidly under centralized guidance achieving almost universal enrollment in primary school.  Attention was directed to access, school construction, national curriculum, and centralized management.  Little emphasis was devoted to quality of teaching and learning.

In 2001 with the introduction of decentralization, Indonesia transferred responsibility for primary, junior secondary and senior secondary schools to local governments.  Responsibility for funding for public education through senior secondary school, and the administration of over 1.5 million teachers and education administrators, now resides with local governments ill prepared to manage these responsibilities.  To date, the Ministry of National Education (MONE) and provincial administration education offices have had little effect assisting local governments develop requisite capabilities.

Public funding for education is estimated between 1% and 2% of GDP, the lowest among Indonesia’s neighbors.  The Government of Indonesia (GOI) recently committed to increase education’s share to 20% of national and local budgets, but it is uncertain if or when this target will be met.  Since Indonesia has yet to fully recover from the Asian economic crisis, national budget support for education remains constrained.  Not only is it uncertain whether the legislated funding increase for education will be forthcoming, the mechanisms to channel money effectively through general and special grant mechanisms have yet to be well developed.  In addition, local revenues vary from district to district, leading to considerable variation among districts in amounts available as local contributions to education. The largest share of education funding goes to salaries for teachers and administrators, and little goes to supplies or training.  Non-salary funds are frequently diverted to other political priorities.  MONE and the Ministry of Home Affairs have prepared minimum service standards for education.  While it is not yet clear that these will be binding on local governments or will be simply targets, it is apparent that vastly increased funding will be needed to achieve the standards.
In addition to government schools, Indonesia has more than 50,000 private schools, of which about 87% are Islamic.  Data are unreliable, but there are at least 30,000 primary and junior secondary madrasahs (day schools teaching the general curriculum and Islamic religion) and about 14,000 pesantren (Islamic boarding schools).  More than 90% of both types are private, typically operated by a foundation.  The other 10% receive government funding.  Madrasahs are often less expensive than public schools, therefore attractive to poorer families.  They appeal to the security and safety concerns of parents of female students and they respond to a growing value placed on religious education.  Some of these schools do offer an excellent education, however, many perform relatively poorly in terms of providing trained teachers, physical facilities and instruction materials.  Madrasahs often benefit from community support and appear to have better retention rates than do government schools.  The Ministry of Religious Affairs (MORA) is responsible for religious schools.  MORA’s education role has yet to be decentralized, although the Ministry is considering transferring greater authority to the districts over Islamic schools receiving public financial support.

The Government introduced compulsory education in 1994 to ensure that all students would get nine years of basic education.  In spite of significant progress in increasing access to all levels of education in recent years large numbers of young people continue to drop out of the system.  Lack of facilities is partly to blame, but also the cost of schooling prevents many from attending or causes them to drop out.  Others are responsible for helping with their family’s survival and must work.  Still others drop out because of the poor quality of education, or because parents and youth see little connection between school, work and income.

Curriculum: Responsibility for curriculum design, most test development, and textbook and materials selection has been decentralized since 2001.  Implementation of a new competency-based Curriculum 2004 is planned in a 3-year cycle, beginning with elementary grades 1 and 4 and Junior Secondary grade one.  However, schools that are not ready may wait for one or two years to start, with the first exit examination for the new curriculum scheduled for 2007.  Curriculum 2004 sets national standards and schools are responsible for elaborating them into curriculum and syllabus documents.  This allows local needs and subjects to be addressed across the curriculum not just in the portion of the curriculum previously reserved for “Local Content”.

In 1994, the Indonesian Ministry of National Education (MONE) required all primary and junior high schools in the country to allocate 20 percent of total instructional hours to locally designed subject matter.  All primary and junior high schools, public and private, were instructed to develop locally relevant courses that would "provide students with an understanding of their local culture, basic life skills and an introduction to income producing skills.”  At the time that this “Local Content Curriculum (LCC)” policy was promulgated, an immediate concern for policy makers in MONE was the declining transition rate from primary to junior secondary schools.  The Indonesian government hoped to keep students in school longer and to provide them with an education more tightly linked to local economic and cultural conditions.  In addition, parents would be persuaded that the potential benefits of keeping their children in school offset any costs they may incur as they are waiting for them to complete the ninth grade and begin working full time.  MONE encouraged schools to create LCC courses that fit the unique conditions of the communities they served.  For example, a school in Bali might decide to offer instruction in tourism, while an institution located in a rural area of Java could create a course in agriculture.

In addition, the Government’s new competency-based curriculum must integrate important elements that support the ability to live, e.g., critical thinking, problem solving, finding information from various sources.  While some outstanding schools may include the kinds of skills youth require for finding and keeping a job, and for managing transition, such preparation is not common.

Local education authorities in the District Education Office are often not educators, and school inspectors’ function more as administrative monitors instead of sources of academic support or advice, so developing local curriculum can be challenging for teachers.  Few local schools receive any funds specifically for LCC programs.  If special materials, equipment, or books are required, money must be drawn from an institution's general operating budget or additional funds raised.  Because those costs cannot usually be covered by the general budget, most schools draw on parent donations to pay for LCC materials.  In addition, students are asked to bring supplies from home or to pay activity fees for LCC lessons.  The LCC requires investments of time and effort that many teachers are either unprepared for or uninterested in making.  LCC responsibilities demand that educators develop new curricula, design original lesson plans, familiarize themselves with innovative instructional strategies, and meet regularly with members of the community.  These duties require additional investments of time by those who teach the LCC – a requirement not applied to their colleagues who teach other subjects, with no extra financial rewards.  Therefore, most instructors have not responded to newly created chances to modify the curriculum and experiment with new instructional techniques, and LCC is devoted mainly to teaching local language, traditional handicrafts, sports or music with little emphasis on life skills.  Alternatively, subjects taught as part of the national curriculum are shifted into the local content component.

Employability Skills:  Training, in or out of school, in employability skills both technical and those that focus on the community, preparation for the workforce, time management and working with others that lead to positive outcomes for youth is virtually non-existent in Indonesia.  Hence, many youth are not adequately equipped to gain employment.  For those who do gain employment, complaints arise from the business community that young people entering the workforce lack preparation for work, e.g., aspects such as being on time, discipline, responsibility, cooperation and team work, understanding the culture of the workplace, and communication skills.  While these topics may be covered to some extent under the civic education component of the national education curriculum, academic study of them has generally proven unsuccessful.  To instil values, attitudes and skills that prepare youth for work and life, they have to be taught not only through civics, but in all subjects, and be part of the principles and rules permeating the school. 
Community Learning Centers (CLCs):  CLCs are local educational institutions outside the formal  system; they may be located in villages or urban areas; they are set up and managed by local people, with boards that are to be representative of CLC stakeholders; and they provide a variety of learning opportunities for community development and improvement of people’s quality of life.  CLC programs are established with the assistance, for example, of NGOs active in education and/or community empowerment, the government, women’s organizations, religious groups, and foundations.  There are currently about 1,600 CLCs in Indonesia.  MONE has published a directory of their locations and various programs. 

CLCs receive funds/block grants from the Government, based on proposals.  They also obtain support from the private sector and other sponsors.  Nevertheless, lack of political commitment and support for CLCs at the local level is a disabling constraint.  Local governments sometimes hold a narrow view of CLCs and need to be better informed of their inherent potential.  Weakness of local participatory processes for problem identification and remedial action through entities like the CLCs also characterizes the problem.

Many CLC chairs/managers lack experience in planning, especially long-term, managing learning activities, mobilizing communities and resources.  New program development is weak, and teaching resources and materials are often absent.  Monitoring impact of CLC activities, involving the people themselves, is lacking.  A CLC Management Handbook (Panduan Pelatihan: Manajerial PKBM Berbais Masyarakat) has been prepared through the initiative of Asia-Pacific Program of Education for All (APPEAL), UNESCO, but it is not widely disseminated, and would have to be accompanied by local training and motivational work to be optimally effective.

NGOs:  A constraint in turning to NGOs to deliver programs is that most local NGOs are small, weak and ineffective, although some have benefited from donor support.  Many registered NGOs exist only on paper.  Efforts to pair with indigenous NGOs for service delivery will require time and investment in capacity building and institutional strengthening.  Experience in the USAID-funded Urban Street Children program, for example, has shown that few local NGOs have experience in employability skills training, or in developing and disseminating information, education, and communications materials.  Indigenous NGOs also tend to lack staff with experience in business and the private sector.  NGOs tend to be concentrated and urban based, rather than broadly located around the country, constraining replication of successful work.  These constraints will have an impact on what kinds of Program Objective 3 programs can successfully be implemented through NGOs, either directly or through an international NGO.

Equivalency Packages:  MONE’s Directorate of Community Education under the Office of the Director General for Out-of-School Education and Youth, provides three equivalency out-of-school programs:  Packages A (primary level), B (junior high school level) and C (senior high school level).  The Directorate is revising the curricula, materials, and training programs for Packages A and B, purportedly for gender neutrality and balance.  Both Packages have two versions, one designed for children/youth and one for adults.  Package A for children is being revised to fit difficult-to-reach children, such as street and slum children.  The Package B revision will include both the packages for youth and for adults.  Package B will consist of 60 percent academic skills and 40 percent life skills.  Revision of Package B is the priority of the Directorate.  The Directorate currently receives assistance (four months) from a curriculum revision team through the World Bank.  This team, however, focuses on life skills in Package A, and workforce participation in Package B for adults (16-29 years), rather than on USAID/Indonesia’s Program’s target group of junior high school age students.

The equivalency programs have gone through many revisions over the years.  Still, there are complaints that the approaches and materials are too theoretical.  Teachers from the formal schools often teach these programs, and therefore apply teaching approaches suitable for formal schools, instead of using non-formal approaches.  Life skills materials are not based on field research are often written by staffs, who have no practical experience of the skills to be taught, and the skills are taught by reading about them.  There are also complaints that the equivalency packages and the exams to be taken don’t match, hence special tutoring is necessary to “teach for the exams”.  There is little systematic monitoring of the equivalency programs.
The priority question facing the Government of Indonesia and all donors now, including USAID, is how to improve the quality of the education system.  As has been pointed out by the Government’s Education for All (draft) document and the Education Sector Review (draft), Indonesian schools are characterized by rote, ineffective teaching methods, low student achievement, and significant drop out rates.  Following the rapid decentralization of schools in 2001, attention has been shifting to school based management (SBM), upgrading the district management of schools and other human services, rewriting national laws to meet the new challenges, designing a new competency-based curriculum, setting minimum service standards for schools, improving infrastructure, building laboratories, and a range of other efforts. 

II. Relevant Basic Education Activities

USAID’s new Improved Quality of Decentralized Basic Education (IQDBE) program is based in part on successful aspects of several preceding educational efforts to improve the quality of Indonesian basic education.  It also seeks to enhance previous and ongoing USAID and donor models by placing additional focus on teacher training and the learning environment. (See Annexes 1 and 2)

In the 1980s, the Active Learning Program (ALPS) began the process of changing teaching behavior and encouraging students to be active participants in their learning environments.  Due to political pressure under the Suharto regime, this program ended in the early 1990s.  In 1999 UNICEF and UNESCO, with bilateral donor support, partnered with the Ministry of National Education (MONE) to implement reform in a number of districts throughout the country, in what became the Creating Learning Communities for Children (CLCC) program.  This continuing program consists of three components: School Based Management (SBM), Community Participation (CP) and Active, Creative, Effective and Joyful Learning (PAKEM).  The CLCC approach was adopted by the Indonesian government as the official approach to School-Based Management.  An initial assessment of CLCC in 2001 claimed improvements in the classroom environment, teaching practice, professional attitudes among teachers, community involvement, student participation, examination scores, and significant local support, including expanded local funding.  The Government of Indonesia has strongly stated its desire to further improve its educational system, particularly in light of unfavorable international comparisons such as being rated 32nd of 36 countries on The International Mathematics and Science Study in 1999. 

In 2003, USAID joined this effort with the Managing Basic Education (MBE) project, which replicated UNICEF/UNESCO’s models for School-Based Management, Community Participation and Active, Creative, Effective and Joyful Learning.  MBE enhanced these models by assisting local governments to better plan for and manage education services.  MBE appointed district-level managers and trainers, more intensive training of all stakeholders (principals, supervisors, teachers and community members), in-class mentoring, school visits, and regular follow-up at the school and cluster school level.  Starting with an initial five districts, MBE expanded to ten in 2004, and there are plans to expand to 20 by 2007.  In 2004 Australia (AusAID) began implementing a project similar to MBE in three districts, called the Indonesia-Australia Partnership in Basic Education (IAPBE).  Additional information can be found at http://www.mbeproject.net; http://www.indo.ausaid.gov.au/projects; and http://www.unicef.org.

The decentralized education support projects that have led up to the MBE project demonstrated on a small scale that improvements in government support at district and school and community levels for management of local education can be achieved with reasonably modest technical assistance and training.  Improved planning and budgeting for education support has increased participation and support by local leaders and civil society organizations for education.  At school and community levels, participation in and support for local schools has occurred, and school administration has been improved and energized.
D.  PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

I. Program Objectives

USAID/Indonesia is competitively soliciting interest from qualified applicants to implement activities that will improve the relevance of education and build life skills and employment skills for junior-high aged youth (Program Objective 3, above).  The primary objectives of the USAID-funded assistance are to: 

· Improve the basic education received by students in junior high school so that it directly relates to the skills needed upon entering the workforce; and
· Assist youth who have dropped out of school before receiving their junior high school certificate to build the skills needed to better participate in the community and workforce. (Please see Annex 4 for targets.) 

II. IQDBE Coordination and Collaboration

Indonesia is a huge and extremely diverse country made up of 17,000 islands and populated with over 240 million people of many different ethnic, cultural, religious, educational, and economic backgrounds.  Successful methods of program operation in one area of the country may not be easily replicated in other areas.  Even sub-districts within the same district can be very different.  However, it is assumed that valuable lessons will be learned from all colleagues working to strengthen basic education in Indonesia, no matter where they may be.

It is essential that the two Contractors and one Recipient implementing the IQDBE program work very closely together.  USAID will chair an IQDBE program management committee which will include decision makers from the two Contractors and one Recipient implementing the program.  The committee will work to coordinate inputs, conduct joint planning, and collaborate on technical and programmatic issues to maximize impact and results.  All IQDBE Contractors/Recipients must be prepared to participate actively in these meetings, as required.  It is also essential that all IQDBE partners agree on and establish a mechanism for more frequent, regular communication and exchange of ideas.  The IQDBE Contractor implementing the governance portion of the program (Program Objective 1) will be developing an education data management system (DMS) for IQDBE. The System will serve, be accessible to, and used by the principal actors in each area of IQDBE operation, and will also be adaptable for the use of other donors assisting with improvement of basic education.  The Recipient will consult with the Program Objective 1 Contractor to ensure that performance monitoring data are incorporated into the DMS. Collaboration and cooperation is also critical with MONE, MORA, other USAID-funded programs, and other-donor funded education initiatives, especially those working in the same geographic locations.

The Recipient shall also exploit to the fullest opportunities to coordinate and benefit from the accomplishments and best practices of the Public Affairs Section (PAS) of the U.S. Embassy as well as USAID’s other basic services and local governance improvement activities.  As part of the U.S. Mission’s overall education initiative, PAS complements USAID’s basic education program with scholarships and exchanges through the Fulbright/AMINEF program, teacher training and support through the Regional English Language Office (RELO), and book translation and distribution through the Information Office. 
III. Geographic Targeting and Scale-Up

Target Provinces.  In order to reach a maximum number of beneficiaries in a cost effective manner, and to provide services to children on and off Java, USAID has identified the following high priority provinces/areas as project sites:

East Java, Central Java, West Java/Banten (combined), South Sulawesi, and North Sumatra

These sites include over half of Indonesia’s population (62.8% in 2000).  USAID selected these locations based on the presence of other USAID/U.S. government interventions in these areas in order to achieve maximum impact.  These high priority provinces will allow the integration of education interventions with USAID-funded democracy and local government, economic growth, food security, environment, water and/or health interventions whenever possible.  This will represent a major visible investment of USAID/U.S. government resources. 

Implementation of some or all IQDBE program components may be possible in additional locations, depending on available investments from the private sector.  (See Program Description, Section I-D.IV.7, Public-private Alliances).  Potential areas for private sector investment include:  Papua, Nusa Tenggara Barat, Kalimantan, Riau, West Sumatra, and potentially Aceh and/or the Malukus, if the conflicts there are resolved and if, after in-depth assessment of the development potential and security situation, it is deemed safe and appropriate to work in those areas.  Public-private alliances should also be explored in the five high priority provinces/areas in order to strengthen program impact by enlarging the number of targeted districts or sub-districts reached, and/or by financing complementary program elements.

Selection of Districts or Towns (Kota).  The Contractor implementing IQDBE governance activities (Program Objective 1) is responsible for selecting districts or towns in each of the high priority provinces.  District selection must be done in collaboration with other IQDBE partners and is subject to USAID approval.  These districts will be selected on the basis of their receptivity to the program, willingness to provide a buy-in contribution, and openness to receiving technical assistance from all three IQDBE program objectives (education governance, teaching & learning, and educational relevance). Opportunities and constraints related to conflict and post-conflict impact on the teaching and learning environment shall also be considered.  (See Program Description, Section I-D.VI) Geographic proximity of one district to another would facilitate program implementation, however, this is not a requirement.  Districts which have already benefited or will benefit from USAID-funded democracy and governance interventions will be given priority.  Districts receiving other USAID-funded development assistance will be given priority.  Districts which are receiving education inputs from other donors might be rejected if duplicative or accepted if complementary. Please see Annex 3 for additional information.

Selection of Sub-districts/school clusters.  School clusters are comprised of six to ten schools (typically primary schools plus one or two junior secondary schools).  They are designed to enable coordinated work with all schools in a particular geographic section of a sub-district.  Clusters shall include public schools (non religious), public and private madrasahs and pesantrens, and any other private or parochial schools in the area.  Selected schools must teach the national curriculum. 

The Contractor implementing the teaching and learning component of IQDBE (Program Objective 2) is responsible for selecting two school clusters in each participating district. Generally each school cluster will be in a different sub-district and preferably one cluster will be selected in a more urban area and the other in a more rural area (in order to serve different populations).  The Contractor shall also strive to target under-served schools and communities and should consider opportunities and constraints related to gender equity.  All schools – public, private, secular and religious – will be eligible for participation, with schools/school clusters selected based on neutral, secular criteria.  The selection of school clusters will be made in collaboration with the other IQDBE implementers, the local education authorities, communities, and schools.  Specifically, the Contractor implementing the teaching and learning component of IQDBE (Program Objective 2) is required to conduct the selection process jointly with the IQDBE contractor implementing governance activities (Program Objective 1), as both will work with School Committees from schools in these clusters.  The Recipient of this award will work with junior secondary schools, community learning centers, and non governmental organizations located in the same sub-districts, preferably in the same school clusters.

Scale-up. USAID anticipates that IQDBE will reach up to 100 districts/towns (out of 470 in Indonesia) over the life of the program.  Applicants should include a mobilization plan for rapid program startup and future expansion, as a well as a plan for staffing and management of the program.  Please see Annex 4 for scale-up targets.
In year one the IQDBE program will operate in a total of 25 districts and 50 school clusters. These twenty-five districts will comprise five target districts/towns in each of the high priority provinces/areas.

In year two IQDBE program activities will continue in these 25 initial districts/towns allowing for maximum impact and effectiveness.  At the end of year two, the IQDBE program will undergo a mid-term evaluation prior to a major scale-up effort.

In year three IQDBE will add 25 additional districts and 50 school clusters, bringing the total to 50 districts/towns and 100 school clusters.

By the beginning of year four, up to 50 additional districts/towns will be selected, for a total of 100 districts/towns and 200 school clusters.  It is anticipated that these additional 50 districts may include locations with public-private alliances, or districts where the GOI is replicating the program.  The first 25 districts/towns will “graduate” after receiving three years of program assistance, leaving up to 75 districts/towns receiving assistance.

In year five, these same districts/towns (up to 75) will continue to receive assistance.  Each of these districts/towns will receive a minimum of two years of program assistance. 

Throughout the life of the project and especially following the mid-term evaluation, it is expected that MONE, MORA, provincial authorities, and/or district education authorities will work to replicate best practices and expand the program’s reach.  It is the program’s intent that MONE and MORA will introduce IQDBE program components to additional districts and/or provinces in Indonesia.  Provincial authorities may introduce the IQDBE program components to additional districts within their province, and district authorities may introduce IQDBE program components to additional sub-districts and additional school clusters within their district.  All IQDBE partners will dedicate program resources for technical assistance to various levels of the GOI, in order to expand the program’s reach and to ensure that the appropriate Indonesian education authorities are active partners and fully aware of the program’s successes (and failures) as the IQDBE program unfolds.
IV. Program Activities

1)  Community Learning Centers (CLCs) and NGOs

Programs for out-of-school youth cannot be delivered in pre-determined packages of activities, resources, participants, or service providers.  Some of Indonesia’s administrative districts may have capable NGOs and CLCs providing life and employment skills programs for out-of-school youth worth replicating or strengthening.  Other districts may have no strong NGOs, CLCs or other entities to look to for initiative.  For each targeted IQDBE district or sub-district, it will therefore be necessary to first survey the availability of existing resources (e.g., availability and capacity of capable NGOs, CLCs, institutions, courses, and champions), needs, and successful models and pilot programs, before designing an overall program. 

Technical assistance should focus on building NGO and CLC programs that are needs-and community-based, demand driven, flexible, sustainable, and rely heavily on locally available resources.  The Applicant’s programs may include early childhood programs, equivalency programs (Packages A and B), skills training programs (e.g., sewing, cooking, computer skills, automotive skills, English language), career counseling and job placement.  These programs should serve students still in school during the half days they are not attending the formal school, and be available to out-of-school youth at any time. 

Support for CLCs and NGOS will concentrate on capacity building for planning and management of the organization, planning and organization of learning programs, teacher and tutor preparation and training, expanding information and communications capacity (See Section D6, Information Communication Technologies), community and resource mobilization, preparation of teaching/learning modules, preparation and/or provision of books and other teaching aids, monitoring and evaluation, publications and other media, and exchange of information and best practices between and among NGOs and CLCs.

2)  Developing Life and Employment Skills

Demand driven support will be provided to local education officers, school committees, teachers and headmasters, community leaders, CLCs, NGOs, parents and youth to develop life and employment skills under the local curriculum content (LCC) at the junior high school level.  Support shall include career counseling as well as instruction in employability skills with an emphasis on English and computers. The Recipient shall also explore opportunities in areas including, but not limited to, cooking, sewing/weaving, fisheries, animal husbandry, agrobusiness, farming, mechanics, carpentry, radio/TV technology, electronics, and detergent production. Interventions will provide teachers with assistance and support, including incentives, for their investments in helping develop, and mastering and teaching LCC.  Since the regular curriculum already is overloaded, preparing youth for the workplace or further training could also be part of LCC, after-school courses, delivered through CLCs.

The status of required English language teaching is, by all accounts, very low in most junior secondary schools. Developing opportunities for teacher training in English language instruction and for learning English and improving competency will be a key aspect of the Recipient’s contribution to life skills development.  U.S. Department of State’s Regional English Language Office (RELO), and others already provide English language training for teachers, and the Recipient will encourage and facilitate access of local schools and CLCs to such assistance programs.

Life skills and citizenship can be learned not only through the study of civics and social studies, but through community-based service learning.  Service learning has a long history in higher education in Indonesia, but has not featured in elementary or secondary schools.  Introducing service learning at these latter levels will be an objective of this award and also of the Contractor addressing improved quality of teaching and learning (Program Objective 2) activities, focused mainly at the primary school level. Service learning is a form of experiential education that involves learning by doing (“active learning”).  Students learn through significant service to meet community needs.  Service learning involves close coordination between school and community, is integrated into the academic curriculum and enables students to apply knowledge and skills to address genuine community needs.  It is an instructional strategy that moves beyond the classroom, enriches and expands learning and fosters good citizenship.  Service learning can be developed in the classroom as part of the regular curriculum or out of school.

Career awareness and counseling, possible future vocational training (public and private), internships, instruction tied to real-life work issues and situations, networking with the business community, and even starting one’s own business through entrepreneurship classes and activities are illustrative of the practice of community-based service learning and could all be part of a school’s life skills plan.  In cooperation with community groups such as those listed above, junior secondary schools would identify local needs, demands, resources, and student interest in order to receive support to implement service-learning activities, provide after-school activities, and monitor and evaluate their programs.
3)  Dropouts

The enormous numbers of youth who leave school, despite the government’s endeavors, is a central problem for the Recipient’s attention under this award.  The Recipient will address how junior-high school students facing financial hardship could be supported by the community and district education office allocations, or other means, to prevent dropout.  In addition, the Applicant should draw on experience from other successful programs to stem youth drop-out rates, which demonstrate that relatively simple community interventions can help reduce drop out, e.g., identify children at risk of dropping out and provide extra tutoring, raise awareness of the importance of schooling, agree on time set aside for home work, and parent education.

4)  Technical Assistance to MONE for Equivalency Package B 
In response to interest expressed by MONE, USAID seeks to provide support at the central level for the development of a standards framework and materials for Package B designed for youth (the World Bank is currently providing short-term support for Package B for adults.)  At the district/sub-district level, the Recipient will assist training in the use of the new, improved equivalence materials. Based on review, analysis, and needs assessment, support for the standards framework will include assistance in developing 1) standards of competencies, for academic and life skills; 2) performance standards; and 3) materials development.

Based on review, analysis, and needs assessment, support for Package B materials may include: 1) development of guidebooks/manuals on pedagogy; assessment systems; career counseling and preparation for work; resource mobilization; and healthy living, e.g., substance abuse, HIV/AIDS, child labor, 2) sample models on various life skills; 3) sample models on program monitoring, and how to follow up on graduates of Package B; and 4) social mobilization to encourage drop outs to join equivalency programs.  Materials must address gender awareness and neutrality.

The recipient will link all work on materials development with other USAID programs that have already developed materials in health, environment and other fields.  Coordination with assistance for equivalency package revision from other sources, e.g. the World Bank, will be essential.  Support for training at the district/sub-district level will include:  (1) piloting of new materials;  (2) training of district education office officials who will act as trainers of trainers and tutors in the use of the new Package B materials; and (3) follow up on the impact of the new materials and training on learners. 

5)  Replication of Best Practices

The Recipient will work to ensure that best practices under this award are replicated and that results are thoroughly documented.  The Recipient will work with the district level government offices and other IQDBE partners to ensure broader implementation within the district.  The Recipient will also assist in broader sharing and dissemination of successful practices and local innovations through coordination among the growing group of donors supporting similar projects in Indonesia, through the responsible agencies of the GOI at the national and provincial levels.  The Recipient will also provide a modest level of support to the GOI to expand the IQDBE program’s reach.  It is expected that MONE, MORA, provincial authorities, and/or district education authorities will want to introduce IQDBE program components to additional districts and/or provinces in Indonesia.  Applicants should propose strategies and approaches for GOI buy-in in order to expand the program’s reach and to ensure that the appropriate Indonesian education authorities are active partners and fully aware of the program’s successes (and failures) as the IQDBE program unfolds.

6)   Information and Communication Technologies (ICT)

The Recipient shall dedicate no less than $500,000 to implement ICT related activities.  The Recipient will develop an integrated approach for utilizing ICT tools to achieve objectives stipulated in the RFA.  Where applicable, innovative solutions such as mobile information access (Personal Data Assistant / PDA, etc), Voice-over Internet Protocol (VOIP), Short Messaging System (SMS), distance learning, e-government, and other multi-media, should be utilized.  Potential issues to address through ICT include, but are not limited to: CLC communication capacities; basic computer training for youth; and distance learning.  Applicants should outline strategies for partnering with the private sector to implement ICT solutions.  (See Public-Private Alliances, below)

7)  Public Private Alliances

The formation and management of public-private alliances to address the objectives of this RFA is specifically required.  An alliance is an agreement between two or more parties to jointly define a development problem and jointly contribute to the solution.  Alliance partners share resources, risks, and rewards.  There is wide recognition that public–private alliances are important mechanisms to improve the quality of education.  These alliances pool resources, draw on skills of both the public and private sector and reduce the investment burden of governments.
USAID believes it will be critical to allow for flexibility in programming approaches in order to best leverage donor and private sector funding.  There is tremendous opportunity in Indonesia to engage the private sector, particularly to assist with ICT applications, as well as to reach areas that are generally harder (and often more expensive) to access (see III, Geographic Targeting and Scale-up). 

Public private alliances can also address educational issues that complement, but are outside of, the project scope.  For example, while IQDBE will not be directly supporting school renovation or construction, the private sector could support such activities in USAID’s target areas.  The recent USAID-funded Bali Schools Rehabilitation Initiative renovated schools across Bali’s poorest districts.  Although the Initiative did not use private resources, it provides useful models for providing in-kind assistance and employing techniques that severely limit the opportunities for corruption of program resources.

“Public-private alliances” include a commitment of material and significant non-governmental resources (e.g., commercial) that allow the program to more fully address the objectives as outlined in this solicitation.  USAID guidelines currently require a one-to-one ratio of USG resources to non-governmental resources, although the Recipient is encouraged to seek a ratio of one-to-two or greater.  Resources may be defined as cash or in-kind, with innovation strongly encouraged.  The formation of public-private alliances would be welcomed in order to leverage USAID resources committed to support the program objectives.  Detailed information on alliance design and implementation can be found at the following website, www.usaid.gov/gda. 

Throughout the life of the project, the Recipient will be responsible for developing and managing public-private alliances to enhance the potential impact and geographic coverage of the IQDBE program.  No less than 15% of program activity resources under this award will be used to leverage private sector resources.  USAID may also identify potential opportunities for public-private alliances, and the Recipient shall be prepared to apply program activity resources to those activities as requested.  The Recipient shall notify the CTO prior to contacting major foundations or corporations.  The CTO and the Recipient will work together to keep the GDA Secretariat and USAID’s Regional Education Alliance for the Asia and the Near East informed, in order to avoid a lack of coordination within USAID in interacting with such high profile groups.

8) Fellowships

USAID seeks to support overseas fellowships/professional development opportunities for subject matter (junior high school) teachers as well as non-formal instructors in IQDBE target areas, based on a competitive selection process.  The Recipient will be expected budget not more than 5% of program activity resources for such fellowships over the life of the program.
V. Gender

There are many opportunities to confront and address gender issues in education in Indonesia.  These opportunities are manifest, for example, in the substantive content and manner of presentation in instructional and learning materials; as a focus in training programs and workshops, classroom teaching and dynamics; gender representation in student government and school administration roles; and in targeting participation in Community Learning Centers, equivalency programs, and access to life skills learning.  Applicants are expected to outline steps to be explored and taken in pursuit of gender equity.

VI. Conflict and Post-Conflict

Local government capacity and willingness to manage, plan and budget for education is a foundation for IQDBE interventions.  The will and ability of local governments to deliver basic services in a conflict environment deteriorates, threatening a necessary precondition for assistance and hampering the ability of IQDBE implementers to operate.  Conflict conditions can range from cases where violence has already occurred to more subtle, albeit more numerous, situations where political, ethnic, religious or other differences risk undermining program objectives in given communities.  Applications should demonstrate an understanding of how the interventions described in this RFA could interact with underlying conflict dynamics, and should also describe the Applicant’s strategies for meeting the objectives of this RFA in a conflict or post-conflict environment.

VII. Deliverables

The Recipient’s accomplishment of several implementation milestones or key tasks is essential to progress on indicators for this activity and achieving the objectives of this award.

1) Five Year Indicative Plan and Annual Work Plans.  These Plans will be prepared insofar as feasible, in consultation with the IQDBE contractors implementing Program Objective 1 (governance) and PROGRAM OBJECTIVE 2 (quality of teaching and learning), other education donors, partners and stakeholders.
Due:  Final Five Year Indicative Plan and first year Work Plan within first two months of Recipient Award.  Annual Work Plans in subsequent years on a schedule to be agreed upon with USAID.

2) A Performance Monitoring Plan and a Results Framework for Program activities, specifying indicators and baseline data and targets – and requisite monitoring arrangements - to measure and report progress at both activity and Program Objective level and contribution to the overall strategic objective, Improved Quality of Decentralized Basic Education.

Due:  Draft plan within three months of Agreement.  Baseline data within six months of award.  Annual reports thereafter as input to USAID’s Annual Report to AID/W.

3) Establishment, staffing and functioning of Provincial Offices.  Within the first three months of Award the Recipient will establish and staff modest provincial offices to provide a base for operations in the various IQDBE target districts and sub-districts.  There may also be useful “economies” that can be realized, e.g. in sharing common district office space with the other two Program Objective implementers. Establishment and staffing of these offices will be accompanied by building sound working relationships with appropriate government, civil society and other donor (including USAID) entities in the provincial headquarters.

Due:  Within the first three months of Award concurrent with the identification of districts by the Effective Decentralized Education Management and Governance (IR 1) Contractor.

4) Local Needs and Resources Survey:  The Recipient will survey the availability of existing resources (e.g., availability of capable NGOs, CLCs, institutions, courses, champions), needs, and successful models and pilot programs for each targeted IQDBE district or sub-district. 
Due:  Prior to commencing implementation.

5) Mapping/Audit Presentations and consultations.  Recipient staff will present the findings of their needs and resources assessments for a district to the appropriate representatives of the district government and civil society organization representatives.  The results and feedback from such consultations will be an integral input for the Recipient’s operating plans for each district.

Due:  At all annual district meetings or such other times as may be more appropriate/
6) Package B:  Through appropriate technical assistance the Recipient will develop a standards framework and materials for Package B designed for youth.  District/sub-district level training, including training of trainers, will be conducted in the use of the improved equivalence materials. The Recipient will conduct pilot testing of Package B materials which includes out of school youth in sub district communities where IQDBE is active. 
Due:  By beginning of year 2 (or such later date as negotiated with the responsible MONE Director General and USAID).  Pilot testing will commence upon completion and MONE approval of Package B.
7) Public-private alliances:  To the extent practicable in each district, the Recipient is encouraged to work with private sector firms and entities, NGOs and CLCs to strengthen relationships and cost sharing in efforts to link skill training and internships for youth with local employment opportunities.  Summaries of progress on such public-private and private-private partnerships will be highlighted in annual progress reports and will include a summary of the contributions of the parties, including the amount of leverage brought by the Recipient; a description of new resources, level of innovations, and new partners; and a summary of how the interests and objectives of each partner converge.
8) Cooperation with IQDBE partners.  Agreement with the implementers of the other two IQDBE IRs and USAID on a joint arrangement for exchange among the three implementing entities of information on best practices and implementation experience of mutual interest.  

Due:  This arrangement for exchange of information on best practices, etc. will be established and functioning in year two.  Steps for its establishment and activation will be outlined in the Work Plan for year two.  
9) Information Communication Technologies 
Within the first year of the activity, and subject to mid-term evaluation in 2007, a report on the progress to integrate ICTs into program activities.

10) Best Practices. The Recipient will prepare a series of Best Practice booklets, a newsletter, and/or a web site on some or all of the following topics.

· Curriculum guide(s) for exemplary life skills classes.

· Implementing service-learning in the academic curriculum: Best practices from Indonesia and other countries.

· How to set up a School-to-Work program in your junior secondary school, including vocational counseling, apprenticeships, internships, visiting speakers, and other important components.

· Drop-out prevention interventions at the junior high school level.  Successful programs in Indonesia and internationally.

· How schools can work with NGOs and CLCs to promote life-skills and workplace skills.

· Model local content curriculum in the urban junior secondary schools.

· Model local content curriculum in the rural junior secondary schools.  

· Culture and language in local curriculum content.
VIII. Performance Requirements 

Five Year Indicative Plan and Annual Work Plans.  The Five Year Indicative Plan and subsequent Annual Work Plans will include detail on the Recipient’s estimated level of effort, and thus budgets, for both long- and short-term personnel and other resources necessary to implement and achieve Program Objective 3 and related activities and targets.  Where necessary, revisions to previously agree upon targets shall be made by agreement with USAID.

Quarterly Progress Reports.  Not later than two weeks following the close of each quarter, the Recipient will submit quarterly reports to USAID.  The reports will summarize progress in relation to agree upon objectives contained in the Annual Work Plan, and will specify any problems encountered and indicate resolutions or proposed corrective actions.  For each action, the Recipient will designate responsible parties and establish a schedule for completion.  The report will list activities proposed for the next quarter, noting where they deviate from the approved Annual Plan.

Performance Monitoring Plan and Results Framework.  This RFA contains specific objectives and results to be achieved. (Annex 4)  The Applicant is to provide a proposed Performance Monitoring and Evaluation Plan that emphasizes the anticipated methodology for monitoring the achievement of results outlined in Annex 4 and that suggests additional impact indicators.  (Annex 4 also includes illustrative indicators). Indicators to be reported on by the contractor should disaggregate data between male and female and address how any interventions impact on female teachers/students.  The Applicant should also identify problems that hinder either males or females from participating in the program and how the contractor addresses the problem. 
The IQDBE Contractor implementing the governance portion of the program (Program Objective 1) will be developing an education data management system (DMS) for IQDBE. The System will serve, be accessible to, and used by the principal actors in each area of IQDBE operation, and will also be adaptable for the use of other donors assisting with improvement of basic education.  The Recipient will consult with the Program Objective 1 Contractor to ensure that performance monitoring data are incorporated into the DMS.

In addition, plans will:

· Be sufficiently designed to provide a concise, manageable set of objectives that accurately reflect the results and impact that the program seeks to achieve and a clear set of indicators to measure program performance.  Applicants are urged to elaborate on their proposed monitoring and evaluation plan for their proposed program based upon their knowledge and to outline the proposed strategy while fully elaborating on the recommended performance and discussing the methodology of designing and conducting baseline surveys and the anticipated surveys required.

· Discuss how the objectives and indicators described in the Program Design will be measured, including 1) the results-oriented program objectives which identify what the program hopes to accomplish; 2) indicator(s) that match each program objective, and define what will be measured to determine whether the objective has been achieved; 3) how the indicator will be measured; and 4) the inputs or major activities that are needed to achieve the objective. 

· Discuss plans for conducting assessments, studies, or surveys in the program sites. Describe proposed efforts to document, assess or test the effectiveness of new approaches.  Discuss the method for evaluating how the partners are meeting their responsibilities, and elaborate on any tools you will develop or use.

External evaluations of the IQDBE program.  An external mid-term evaluation will be carried out in early 2007 to assess overall progress of the IQDBE program, focusing on national level organization and accomplishments, and progress to date in the initial provinces in which implementation is under way.  The results of this evaluation will be used as a basis for project implementation adjustments and for making any appropriate project/contract adjustments for the remainder of the program.  A final evaluation will be conducted in 2009.

IX. Indicative Level of Effort

Indicative Budget

The indicative funding for this award includes: the provision of expertise, field experience, networking, and innovative information technology where appropriate, learning materials and methods, and related in-country training and training packages.  Subject to the availability of funds, the total estimated budget for this assistance is $18 to $22.8 million.  USAID reserves the right to determine the resulting level of funding. 

Personnel

It is expected that the Recipient will recruit and establish a small team of contract hire resident experts and supporting staff to develop and implement the program under IQDBE and manage its central, provincial and local elements including short-term consulting and coordination with other IRs of the IQDBE program.  The team envisioned would be comprised of an expatriate chief-of-party, a non-formal education specialist, a senior research and training director, senior Indonesian provincial coordinators and appropriate field staff to carry out the various aspects of the program.

1.
Chief of Party:  Because of the multiple implementation approaches that may be taken by applicants in responding to this RFA, USAID has designated the Chief of Party (CoP) as ‘key personnel’ under all applications.  Applicants may suggest other key personnel and an appropriate applicable skill mix.  Proposed CoP will meet the following requirements:

· Experience in:

· Grant program management

· Improving educational relevance and life skills for in-school and out-of-school youth

· Local level NGO and civil society capacity building for education

· developing local curriculum content and school equivalency content and programs, and

· Education program implementation in developing country contexts

· Strong strategic planning, management, supervision, and budgeting expertise 

· Ability to develop a common vision among partners and lead multi-disciplinary teams

· Expertise in scaling up large programs in complex environments

· Strong communication skills both interpersonal and written.

· Excellent knowledge of district level issues impacting upon education service delivery and community social mobilization

· Fluency in English; proficiency in Bahasa Indonesia desirable (either expatriate or Indonesia candidates maybe considered)

Non-formalEducation Specialist, National or International, with a minimum of 10 years experience implementing non-formal education programs in a developing country setting.

Expatriate Junior Secondary School Education Advisor, with a minimum of 10 years experience in modern junior secondary school teaching methods, curriculum development and materials development;

Activities 

The Recipient will be expected to budget for the cost of necessary orientation, training and follow up activities at the province, district and cluster/community level.  One of the challenges of the IQDBE program is that several categories of local professional staff critical to project implementation – particularly trainers – need to be expanded.  This requires that the Recipient allow for adequate initial training time and scope for senior staff mentoring of new junior and mid-level staff to ensure strong professional development.  It is also expected that comparison and exchange tours will be necessary, for example between CLCs, schools and clusters, and to CLCC, MBE and AusAID districts, clusters and schools successfully implementing School-Based Management and academic reforms.  The Applicant should also budget for the provision of technical assistance to the GOI, and for the development and management of public-private alliances.

Materials:  The applicant will be expected to budget for the cost of necessary materials for each Program Objective 3 component.

Coordination and Integration of Effort:  The success of the IQDBE program depends heavily on coordination with other donor programs, cooperation with the evolving GOI decentralization program as well as with the central level authorities, and collaboration with other USAID/USG-funded projects.

Collaboration and cooperation may require staff time beyond the direct requirements of award implementation.  The US education initiative will be implemented in collaboration with a diverse set of Indonesian partners – the Ministry of National Education (MONE), which plays key roles in curriculum, testing, non-formal education, higher education, and funding; the Ministry of Religious Affairs (MORA), with responsibility for religious schools; teacher training institutes; and a broad array of local governments, which bear direct responsibility for meeting the educational aspirations of their citizens.  Implementation will also involve the Coordinating Ministry of People’s Welfare, and private corporations in education alliances.
The Recipient is expected to plan and budget for quarterly participation in a USAID-led IQDBE program management committee.  The Recipient should also plan and budget for close and regular collaboration with national staff as well as Provincial Managers and District level coordinators under the Program Objective 1 and Program Objective 2 contracts. It is also expected that close donor cooperation and sharing of best practices and approaches will be pursued by the Recipient.  This collaboration will translate into demands for staff time, and should be taken into account in staffing proposals.  USAID may call upon the Recipient to participate in its meetings with other members of the U.S. Embassy country team, the Government of Indonesia and other donors, and may call upon the Recipient to make technical presentations as part of its responsibilities.

Logistics and Travel:  The Recipient will be expected to budget for the cost of necessary travel for orientation, training, and related follow-up at the province, district and cluster level.  The Recipient will also be expected to cover the costs of ongoing training and exchange tours over the life of the project at local, district and provincial levels.  Periodic national meetings of key project participants will also be appropriate.  The Recipient will also be expected to budget no more than 5% of program activity resources over the life of the program to support overseas fellowships/professional development opportunities for subject matter (junior high school) teachers as well as non-formal instructors in IQDBE target areas.
Subcontract/Grants Management:  Applicants who intend to utilize subcontractors or sub recipients should budget for the management of such sub-contracts/grants.
Central and Field Offices.  The Recipient will be supported and directed from a central Jakarta office as well as an office in each participating province that will support field staff and ensure liaison with USAID, other implementers of the IQDBE program, and Indonesian Government and civil society entities.  The central project office in Jakarta will carry out overall management of Program sub-grant activities, maintain close communications with USAID/Jakarta, the Government of Indonesia and other donors and the other IQDBE program implementing entities.  This office will also provide all administrative and management support required by the Applicant for this project, including implementation of financial and accounting systems for personnel, commodity procurement, arranging for and supporting in-country training and comparison tours, processing short-term consultants and provision of all travel and support for long- and short-term personnel.

The Recipient will be responsible for all logistical support, including customs clearance for duty free entry for commodities purchased with USAID funds under the activity, with the exception of customs exemption letters, which will be provided by USAID. 

Substantial Involvement.   USAID/Indonesia anticipates a close working partnership with the implementing partner(s) and substantial involvement in the Recipient’s programs.  USAID’s substantial involvement in the program described in this program description will extend to those items identified below.  The Agreement Officer herein delegates the following approvals list to the CTO in accordance with the ADS Chapter  303.5.11.
a. Review and approve the Five Year Implementation Plan  and Annual Work Plan (and concurrence on major variances, if applicable), 

b. Review and approve key personnel, to include the Chief of Party 

c. Review and approval of monitoring and evaluation plans to include the Performance Monitoring Plan (PMP), Results Framework, and evaluation plan, and

Annex 1

Key Aspects of IQDBE

1. Utilizes a model already adopted by the Ministry of National Education as the accepted approach for School-based Management, and expanding it from the current 64 to possibly 164 districts.  

2. Uses a bottom-up reform strategy, which has worked in Indonesia and around the world, with appropriate policy support and assistance from the top. 

3. Concentrates on districts, sub-districts, clusters and school based management.

4. Works at the district level with other USAID interventions: health, local government, natural environment, and others.  

5. Involves parents and the community in all aspects of school improvement, financing, and management in a transparent, accountable manner

6. Involves a wide range of partners: GOI, UNESCO, UNICEF, NZAID, AusAID, GTZ, JICA, ADB, World Bank, E.U., private businesses, and NGOs. 

7. Reaches children in all schools in a geographic cluster: public, private, religious, and secular.

8. Is gender responsive and integrates gender concerns at all stages of planning, implementation and evaluation.  

Annex 2

Value Added by IQDBE to CLCC and MBE

1. A pilot project of demand driven and community-based, built and staffed Kindergartens, parent education, and early childhood educational television, such as Sesame Street or improved local children’s program.

2. Stronger emphasis on basic literacy and numeracy through school and classroom libraries, mathematics manipulative, and problem-solving approaches.  

3. National and local assistance in implementing the competency-based curriculum, textbook, assessment, teacher’s guides and other areas critical to improving educational quality. 

4. Collaboration with other agencies on improving subject-matter teaching and learning; 

5. Civic and character education built into both the ongoing curriculum and the structure of the classroom and school through active student government, parent involvement and community service-learning, tied to all subject matter. 

6. Public-private partnerships

7. Improved communication for policy making through development or improvement of Management Information Systems. 

8. Conduct of a baseline and ongoing assessment to document gains in basic skills and subject matter content.  

9. Assistance to local universities (former IKIPS and IAINS) in improving in-service and pre-service education, early childhood (K-3) literacy, mathematics and multi-grade teaching preparation, along with subject matter teaching improvement. 

10. Assistance to improve the “Equivalency” program, known as Paket  B for junior secondary diplomas.

11. Assistance to improve the life-skills curriculum through local content curricula, English teaching, computer skills, and preparation for the world of work. These should help improve educational relevance and diminish the current high dropout rate at the junior secondary level. 

12. In-kind assistance to schools and clusters for educational quality improvements

13. Gender awareness surveys, workshops and materials as part of all program components.

14. Dissemination of information on “Best Practices,” and spreading of model to neighboring schools and clusters.

15. The use of ICT.

SECTION II – APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS

A. GENERAL APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS

All applications received by the deadline will be reviewed for responsiveness to the specifications outlined in these guidelines and the application format.  Section B addresses the technical evaluation procedures for the applications. Applications which are submitted late or are incomplete run the risk of not being considered in the review process.

Applications shall be submitted in two separate parts: (a) technical and (b) cost/budget or business application.  Technical applications should be submitted in an original and three (3) copies and cost portions of applications in an original and one (1) copy.  All applications shall be in English.

Applications should be submitted no later than the date and time indicated on the cover page of this RFA.

Applicants should retain for their records a copy of the application and all enclosures that accompany their application.  Erasures or other changes must be initialed by the person signing the application.  To facilitate the competitive review of the applications, USAID will consider only applications conforming to the structural format prescribed below.

B. TECHNICAL APPLICATION

The Technical Application is the most critical portion of the application.  It should be specific, complete and presented concisely so as to address the program objectives and the desired results.  The applications should demonstrate the applicant’s capabilities and expertise with respect to achieving the goals of this program.  The applications should take into account the technical evaluation criteria found in Section II of the RFA.  
The Technical Application shall be limited to thirty (30) pages including charts, tables, graphs, etc.  Annexes/attachments are not included in the 39-page limitation..  All annexes should be clearly marked and listed in a table of contents. All annexes and/or supplementary documents must be in English or accompanied by an English translation.
The Technical Application shall contain the following sections: (a) cover page; (b) executive summary; (c) program design and management narrative; and (d) annexes, consisting of information on the Applicant, the proposed team, institutional capacity and past performance references.  Page limitations are specified below for each section; applications must be on 8-1/2 by 11 inch paper, (210mm by 297mm paper), single spaced, 10 pitch type or larger, and have at least one inch margins on the top, bottom and both sides.

1.
Cover Page:  A single (one) page (not considered included in the 30-page limitation) with the names of the organizations/institutions involved in the proposal.  Proposed alliance/consortia members and any sub-awardees are to be listed separately in an annex, including a brief narrative describing the unique capacities/ skills being brought to the program by each.  The Cover Page should include information about a contact person for the prime Applicant, including this individual’s name (both typed and his/her signature), title or position with the organization/institution, address and telephone and fax numbers.  Applicants are to acknowledge whether the contact person is the person with authority to contract for the Applicant, and if not, that person should also be listed.

2.
Application Executive Summary:  The Application Summary shall not exceed two pages (not considered included in the 30-page limitation) and should summarize the key elements of the Applicant’s strategy, approach and implementation plan.  
3.
Program Design Narrative:  In thirty (30) pages or less (including graphs and figures), the Applicant is required to describe the proposed program, including information on problem identification, and rationale for choice of interventions, methodologies, and strategies related to the problems described.  Responses must be formatted to address each program activity in order as described in the Program Description, Section I-D.IV, and must also contain, at a minimum, the following elements:   
· The mobilization plan for rapid program startup and future expansion; 

· The proposed management structure for this program, including all personnel for home office backstopping support, management and technical implementation of the program, the roles of all principal organizations involved at the levels of organization HQ, project field operations, local partner organizations, and the target community. Describe the organizational structure and lines of communication, including reporting relationships and lines of communication within and between each of these organizations; and specific systems that will be put in place to ensure program effectiveness, effective backstop support to this project, and the quality, timeliness, responsiveness, early identification and resolution of problems and cost control.

· Clear articulation, with specific yearly targets for achievement of expected results; 

· Describe how the Recipient will identify and address special requirements in conflict and post-conflict areas.  Applications should demonstrate an understanding of how the interventions described in this RFA could interact with underlying conflict dynamics, and should also describe the Applicant’s strategies for meeting the objectives of this RFA in a conflict or post-conflict environment.

· Describe linkages with MBE, other IQDBE activities and implementing entities, as well as other USAID Indonesia Strategic Objectives and programs and USG programs;

· Approaches and strategies for program implementation and sustainability (e.g., replication of best practices), including but not limited to obtaining GOI and local buy-in;

· Steps to pursue gender equity in program activities;
· Approaches and strategies to support ICT applications; 

· Approaches and strategies for developing public-private alliances;

· Briefly describe how the selected program strategy is consistent with the policies of the national government, and with the USAID/Indonesia's strategic objectives;

· Describe the approach to resolving local level capacity constraints, particularly NGO partners; and

· Outline the proposed approach to monitoring and evaluation plan or Performance Monitoring Plan and Results Framework, for measuring and reporting progress and results achievement; and information and data management and sharing best practices with IRs 1 and 2 Contractors. 

Staffing Proposals.  Staffing proposals are to be submitted as an annex, for which the page count is not included in that identified above. For each position, list the main responsibilities and estimate the number of person-months programmed. Applicants must present the qualifications and relevant experience of proposed long-term professional personnel, both expatriate and Indonesian. CVs submitted as part of the staffing proposal are not to exceed three (3) pages each.
C. COST APPLICATIONS

The Cost or Business Application is to be submitted under separate cover from the technical application.  Certain documents are required to be submitted by an Applicant in order for an Agreement Officer to make a determination of responsibility.  In this regard, it is USAID policy not to burden applicants with undue reporting requirements if that information is readily available through other sources.

The following sections describe the documentation that applicants for assistance must submit:

1.
Cost proposals must include a separate budget for program activities, broken down by the tasks described in Section IV of the Program Description.  The cost proposal must outline the roles and responsibilities of project staff vis-à-vis budgeting, monitoring, and reporting on the financial status of the project.  How the program will track costs incurred, including costs for labor, equipment, supplies, and facilities must also be described.  Applicants who intend to utilize sub-contractors or sub-recipients should indicate the extent intended and a complete cost breakdown.  Extensive sub-contracts/agreement financial plans should follow the same cost format as submitted by the primary applicant.

2.
A budget for each year with an accompanying budget narrative which provides in detail the total costs for implementation of the program your organization is proposing.  The budget should be submitted using Standard Form 424 and 424A which can be downloaded from website, http://www.usaid.gov/procurement_bus_opp/procurement/forms/sf424/.  The following information should be taken into consideration when developing the budget:

Direct Labor - Direct salaries and wages for each year of the Agreement shall be in accordance with the organization's established personnel policies.  To be considered adequate, the policies must be in writing, applicable to all employees of the organization, is subject to review and approval at a high enough organizational level to assure its uniform enforcement, and result in costs which are reasonable and allowable in accordance with applicable cost principles.  The narrative should include a level of effort analysis specifying personnel, rate of compensation, and amount of time proposed.  Anticipated salary increases during the period of the Agreement should be included.

Fringe Benefits - If accounted for as a separate item of cost, fringe benefits should be based on the Applicant's audited fringe benefit rate, supported by a Negotiated indirect Cost Rate Agreement (NICRA) or historical cost data.  If the latter is used, the narrative should include a detailed breakdown comprised of all items of fringe benefits (e.g. unemployment insurance, workers compensation, health and life insurance, retirement, FICA, etc.) and the costs of each, expressed in dollars and as a percentage of salaries.  

Supplies and Equipment - Differentiate between expendable supplies and nonexpendable equipment (NOTE:  Equipment is defined as tangible nonexpendable personal property including exempt property charged directly to the award having a useful life of more than one year and an acquisition cost of $5,000 or more per unit, unless the Applicant's established policy establishes nonexpendable equipment anticipated to be required to implement the program, specifying quantities and unit cost.)  

Allowances must be broken down by specific type and by person and must be in accordance with the applicant’s established policies.  

Travel and Per Diem - The narrative should indicate number of trips, domestic and international, and the estimated unit cost of each.  Specify the origin and destination for each proposed trip, duration of travel and number of individuals traveling.  Proposed per diem rates must be in accordance with the applicant’s established policies and practices that are uniformly applied to federally-financed and other activities of the applicant.  

Other Direct Costs - This could include any miscellaneous costs such as communications, report preparation costs, passports, visas, medical exams and inoculations, insurance (other than the applicant’s normal coverage), etc.  The narrative, or supporting schedule, should provide a complete breakdown and support for each item of other direct costs.

Proposed (Sub) contracts/agreements - Applicants who intend to utilize (sub) contractors or sub recipients should indicate the extent intended and a complete cost breakdown, as well as all the information required herein for the applicant.  Extensive (sub) contract/agreement financial plans should follow the same cost format as submitted by the applicant.

3.
A current Negotiated Indirect Cost Rate Agreement (NICRA).  Applicants who do not currently have a Negotiated Indirect Cost Rate Agreement (NICRA) from their cognizant agency shall also submit the following information:  (a) copies of the applicant's financial reports for the previous 3-year period, which have been audited by a certified public accountant or other auditor satisfactory to USAID; (b) projected budget, cash flow and organizational chart; and (c) a copy of the organization's accounting manual.

4.
Cost Sharing.   Applicants are required to indicate the amount of any cost sharing being proposed towards this activity and show all non-USAID funds immediately available for this purpose in their cost application.  

5.
Public-Private Alliance.   Applicants will identify in their cost proposal the total anticipated leveraging for this program beyond its own cost-share and the initial contribution which USAID will make.

6.
Required Certifications and Representations (as included in this RFA).
7.
Additional Documentation - Upon consideration of award or during the negotiations leading to an award, the Applicant may be required to submit additional documentation deemed necessary for the Agreement Officer to make an affirmative determination of reasonableness of costs and responsibility of the applicant.

IMPORTANT NOTE:  Applicants should NOT submit the following information with their application.  This information is provided so that Applicants may become familiar with additional documentation that may be requested by the Agreement Officer; 

· Audited financial statements for the past three years which have been audited by a certified public accountant or other auditor satisfactory to USAID

· Bylaws, constitution, and articles of incorporation, if applicable

· Copies of organizational travel, procurement, financial management, and personnel policies and procedures, especially regarding salary, promotion, leave, differentials, etc., and indicate whether such policies and procedures have been reviewed and approved by any agency of the Federal Government.  If so, provide the name, address, and phone number of the cognizant reviewing official;

· Other documentation, as required by the Agreement Officer, to substantiate that the Applicant:  (1)  has adequate financial resources or the ability to obtain such resources as required during the performance of the Cooperative Agreement; (2)  has the ability to comply with the Cooperative Agreement conditions, taking into consideration all existing and currently prospective commitments of the Applicant, nongovernmental and governmental; (3) has a satisfactory record of performance; (4)  has a satisfactory record of integrity and business ethics; and (5) is otherwise qualified and eligible to receive an agreement under applicable laws and regulations.

D. ADDITIONAL GUIDELINES

In addition to the aforementioned technical and cost application guidelines, Applicants are requested to take note of the following:

Unnecessarily Elaborate Applications
Unnecessarily elaborate brochures or other presentations beyond those sufficient to present a complete and effective application in response to this RFA are not desired and may be construed as an indication of the Applicant's lack of cost consciousness.  Elaborate art work, expensive paper and bindings, and expensive visual or other presentation aids are neither necessary nor wanted.

2.
Applicant Responsibilities
Applicants are expected to review, understand, and comply with all aspects of this RFA.  Failure to do so will be at the Applicant's risk.

Applicants shall furnish the information required by this RFA.  An authorized representative of the Applicant shall sign the application and print or type his/her name and title on the Cover Page of technical and cost (SF424) application.  Erasures or other changes must be initialed by the person signing the application.  Applications signed by an agent shall be accompanied by evidence of that agent's authority, unless that evidence has been previously furnished to the issuing office.
Applicants who include data that they do not want disclosed to the public for any purpose or used by the U.S. Government except for evaluation purposes should:

Terrorist Financing
The Recipient is reminded that U.S. Executive Orders and U.S. law prohibits transactions with, and the provision of resources and support to, individuals and organizations associated with terrorism.  It is the legal responsibility of the recipient to ensure compliance with these Executive Orders and laws.  This provision must be included in all sub-awards issued under this agreement. 

E. EXPLANATION OF RFA TO PROSPECTIVE APPLICANTS

Any prospective Applicant desiring an explanation or interpretation of this RFA must request it in writing soon enough to allow a reply to reach all prospective Applicants before submission of their application.  For this purpose, written inquiries may be submitted by facsimile to the attention of the Agreement Officer, identifying this RFA by Number, to the following facsimile number:  (62 21) 3483-0222 (Jakarta).  Any inquiries must be submitted no later than 20 days after the issuance date of the RFA.  Oral explanations or instructions given before award of the Cooperative Agreement will not be binding.  Any information given to a prospective Applicant concerning this RFA will be furnished promptly to all other prospective Applicants as an amendment of this RFA, if that information is necessary in submitting applications or if the lack of it would be prejudicial to any other prospective Applicants.  

F. RECEIPT OF APPLICATIONS

Applications must be received at the place designated and by the date and time specified in the Cover Letter of this RFA, and must be considered valid for a period of 90 days from the closing date.  Late or incomplete applications may only be reviewed if authorized by the Agreement Officer and only if all such submissions are treated the same and are evaluated prior to award of any other agreements under the RFA. 

G. AGREEMENT AWARD

1.
The Government will award a Cooperative Agreement resulting from this RFA to the responsible applicant whose application conforming to this RFA offers the greatest value. The Government may (a) reject any or all applications, (b) accept other than the lowest cost application, (c) accept more than one application, (d) accept alternate applications, and (e) waive informalities and minor irregularities in applications received.

2.
The Government may award a Cooperative Agreement on the basis of initial applications received, without discussions.  Therefore, each initial application should contain the applicant's best terms from a cost and technical standpoint.

3.
A written award mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful applicant within the time for acceptance specified either in the application or in this RFA (whichever is later) shall result in a binding Agreement without further action by either party.  Before the application's specified expiration time, the Government may accept an application, whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.  Negotiations conducted after receipt of an application do not constitute a rejection or counteroffer by the Government.

Neither financial data submitted with an application nor representations concerning facilities or financing will form a part of the resulting Agreement.
H. AUTHORITY TO OBLIGATE THE GOVERNMENT

The Agreement Officer is the only individual who may legally commit the Government to the expenditure of public funds.

SECTION III - APPLICATION REVIEW PROCESS AND EVALUATION
A. APPLICANT ELIGIBILITY/QUALIFICATIONS

U.S., non-U.S., and Indonesian non-governmental organizations (NGOs), acting singularly and in cooperation with other similar organizations (as defined otherwise herein) and/or commercial organizations, actively engaged in activities consistent with the program objectives may submit applications based upon this RFA.  Due to the program's size and complexity, USAID does not expect that one organization could successfully manage and implement the program without partnering with other organizations.  Each applicant is encouraged to team with organizations and present the mutual roles and combined strengths of the consortium in its application.

B. REVIEW PROCESS

All applications which meet the eligibility and program requirements, and conform to the application preparation and submission instructions, will be reviewed and scored by a panel of USAID reviewers with the evaluation criteria set forth in this section.

The budget narrative of all applications under consideration for award will be reviewed for what are necessary and reasonable costs to support the program.  Upon completion of the initial review of applications, USAID may, as it deems necessary and appropriate, conduct written and/or oral discussions with those applications whose applications remain in the competitive range.  The decision to conduct such discussions should not be considered a reflection of a final decision about which organization will receive an award, but rather would be part of the evaluation process.

C. BEST VALUE PROCUREMENT

Award will be made to the applicant whose application offers the best value to the Government.  Best value is defined as the expected outcome of a procurement that, in the Government’s estimation, provides the greatest overall benefit in response to the requirement.

For this RFA, technical proposal merits are considered significantly more important than cost relative to deciding which applicant best might perform the work.  Cost realism and reasonableness, as well as the amount of cost sharing, will however be important criteria and may be the determining factor in the event that the applications receiving the highest ratings are closely ranked.  Therefore, after the final evaluation of the applications, the Agreement Officer will make the award to the applicant whose application offers the best value to the Government considering both technical and cost factors.

D. EVALUATION CRITERIA

The evaluation criteria described herein have been tailored to the requirements of this particular RFA.  Applicants should note that these criteria serve to:  (i) identify the significant matters which applicants should address in their applications and (ii) set the standard against which all applications will be evaluated
Technical, cost and other factors will be evaluated relative to each other, as described herein.

(1) The technical application will be scored by a technical evaluation committee using the criteria shown in this Section III.

(2) The cost application will not be scored but will be considered as described in this Section.

(3) The selection criteria below are presented by major category, with relative order of importance, so that applicants will know which areas require emphasis in the preparation of applications.  The criteria below reflect the requirements of this particular RFA.  Applicants should note that these criteria:  (a)  serve as the standard against which all applications will be evaluated, and  (b) serve to identify the significant matters which applicants should address in their applications.

(4) Prospective applicants are forewarned that an application with the lowest estimated cost may not be selected if award to a higher priced application affords the government a greater overall benefit.  All evaluation factors other than cost or price, when combined, are significantly more important than cost.  However, estimated cost is an important factor and the estimated cost to the Government increases in importance as competing applications approach equivalence and may become the deciding factor when  technical applications are approximately equivalent in merit

(5) Cost estimates will be analyzed as part of the application evaluation process.  Proposed costs may be adjusted, for purposes of evaluation, based on results of the cost analysis and its assessment of reasonableness, completeness, and credibility.

· Clearly defined and achievable sustainable concept, to include: proposed Applicant’s program results-oriented objectives, indicators, planned activities, and strategies for monitoring and evaluation while measuring success.

· Understanding of the mechanisms and approaches required to successfully facilitate: NGO and CLC skill development and service delivery; improved and tailored local content curriculum (with a focus in English and service learning); and improved equivalency programs.

· Innovative approaches and strategies for program implementation and sustainability, including but not limited to obtaining GOI and local buy-in; addressing conflict and gender issues; ICT applications; and developing public-private alliances.

· Clear and practical linkages with MBE, other IQDBE activities and implementing entities, as well as other USAID Indonesia Strategic Objectives and programs.

Institutional Capability/Management Approach
25 pts

· Clarity of organizational and management plan including planned interaction with local organizations and institutions to achieve expected results. 

· Effectiveness of proposed management systems, including subcontracting, staffing and program reporting.

Past Performance
15 pts
· Demonstrated success in providing similar services on past awards, including satisfaction with the Applicant’s programs.
· Demonstrated ability to recruit and retain qualified U.S., local and expatriate professional staff.
· Demonstrated ability in sub-contracting and/or grants management.

· Demonstrated ability to establish and maintain an extensive operation involving U.S., expatriate and local staff in a developing country.

· Demonstrated ability to successfully provide managerial and technical back-stopping for a requirement of this size and complexity.

F.  COST – Cost has not been assigned a numerical weighting.  The proposed total cost will be evaluated for reasonableness, completeness, credibility, cost- realism and proposed level of cost sharing.

The recipient agrees to take any steps necessary to ensure that funds made available under this award will not be used to coerce any individual to practice methods of family planning inconsistent with such individual's moral, philosophical, or religious beliefs.  Further, the recipient agrees to conduct its activities in a manner which safeguards the rights, health and welfare of all individuals who take part in the program.

(2)
Activities which provide family planning services or information to individuals, financed in whole or in part under this agreement, shall provide a broad range of family planning methods and services available in the country in which the activity is conducted or shall provide information to such individuals regarding where such methods and services may be obtained.

(b)
Requirements for Voluntary Family Planning Projects

A Family planning project must comply with the requirements of this paragraph.

(1)
A project is a discrete activity through which a governmental or nongovernmental organization provides family planning services to people and for which Development Assistance funds, or goods or services financed with such funds, are provided under this award, except funds solely for the participation of personnel in short-term, widely attended training conferences or programs.

(2)
Service providers and referral agents in the project shall not implement or be subject to quotas or other numerical targets of total number of births, number of family planning acceptors, or acceptors of a particular method of family planning.  Quantitative estimates or indicators of the number of births, acceptors, and acceptors of a particular method that are used for the purpose of budgeting, planning, or reporting with respect to the project are not quotas or targets under this paragraph, unless service providers or referral agents in the project are required to achieve the estimates or indicators.

(3)
The project shall not include the payment of incentives, bribes, gratuities or financial rewards to (I) any individual in exchange for becoming a family planning acceptor or (ii) any personnel performing functions under the project for achieving a numerical quota or target of total number of births, number of family planning acceptors, or acceptors of a particular method of contraception.  This restriction applies to salaries or payments paid or made to personnel performing functions under the project if the amount of the salary or payment increases or decreases based on a predetermined number of births, number of family planning acceptors, or number of acceptors of a particular method of contraception that the personnel affect or achieve.

(4)
No person shall be denied any right or benefit, including the right of access to participate in any program of general welfare or health care, based on the person’s decision not to accept family planning services offered by the project.

(5)
The project shall provide family planning acceptors comprehensible information about the health benefits and risks of the methods chosen, including those conditions that might render the use of the method inadvisable and those adverse side effects known to be consequent to the use of the method.  This requirement may be satisfied by providing information in accordance with the medical practices and standards and health conditions in the country where the project is conducted through counseling, brochures, posters, or package inserts.

(6)
The project shall ensure that experimental contraceptive drugs and devices and medical procedures are provided only in the context of a scientific study in which participants are advised of potential risks and benefits.

(7)
With respect to projects for which USAID provides, or finances the contribution of, contraceptive commodities or technical services and for which there is no subaward or contract under paragraph (e) of this clause, the organization implementing a project for which such assistance is provided shall agree that the project will comply with the requirements of this paragraph while using such commodities or receiving such services.

i) The recipient shall notify USAID when it learns about an alleged violation in a project of the requirements of subparagraphs (3), (4), (5) or (7) of this paragraph; 

ii) the recipient shall investigate and take appropriate corrective action, if necessary, when it learns about an alleged violation in a project of subparagraph (6) of this paragraph and shall notify USAID about violations in a project affecting a number of people over a period of time that indicate there is a systemic problem in the project.

The recipient shall ensure that any surgical sterilization procedures supported in whole or in part by funds from this award are performed only after the individual has voluntarily appeared at the treatment facility and has given informed consent to the sterilization procedure.  Informed consent means the voluntary, knowing assent from the individual after being advised of the surgical procedures to be followed, the attendant discomforts and risks, the benefits to be expected, the availability of alternative methods of family planning, the purpose of the operation and its irreversibility, and the option to withdraw consent anytime prior to the operation.  An individual's consent is considered voluntary if it is based upon the exercise of free choice and is not obtained by any special inducement or any element of force, fraud, deceit, duress, or other forms of coercion or misrepresentation.

(3)
Further, the recipient shall document the patient's informed consent by (i) a written consent document in a language the patient understands and speaks, which explains the basic elements of informed consent, as set out above, and which is signed by the individual and by the attending physician or by the authorized assistant of the attending physician; or (ii) when a patient is unable to read adequately a written certification by the attending physician or by the authorized assistant of the attending physician that the basic elements of informed consent above were orally presented to the patient, and that the patient thereafter consented to the performance of the operation.  The receipt of this oral explanation shall be acknowledged by the patient's mark on the certification and by the signature or mark of a witness who shall speak the same language as the patient.

(4)
The recipient must retain copies of informed consent forms and certification documents for each voluntary sterilization procedure must be retained by the recipient for a period of three years after performance of the sterilization procedure.

Prohibition on Abortion-Related Activities:

Epidemiologic or descriptive research to assess the incidence, extent or consequences of abortions is not precluded.

Which results from a failure on the part of the recipient, due to the willful misconduct or lack of good faith on the part of any of its directors, officers, or other representatives mentioned in (i) above:

to maintain and administer, in accordance with sound business practice, the program for maintenance, repair, protection, and preservation of cooperating country property as required by (i) above, or

(B)
to take all reasonable steps to comply with any appropriate written directions of the Agreement Officer under (b) above;

All known interests in commingled property of which the cooperating country property is a part; and

(iv)
The insurance, if any, covering any part of or interest in such commingled property.

(4)
The recipient shall make repairs and renovations of the damaged cooperating country property or take such other action as the Agreement Officer directs.

(5)
In the event the recipient is indemnified, reimbursed, or otherwise compensated for any loss or destruction of or damage to the cooperating country property, it shall use the proceeds to repair, renovate or replace the cooperating country property involved, or shall credit such proceeds against the cost of the work covered by the award, or shall otherwise reimburse USAID, as directed by the Agreement Officer.  The recipient shall do nothing to prejudice USAID's right to recover against third parties for any such loss, destruction, or damage, and upon the request of the Agreement Officer, shall, at the Governments expense, furnish to USAID all reasonable assistance and cooperation (including assistance in the prosecution of suits and the execution of instruments or assignments in favor of the Government) in obtaining recovery.

(e)
Access:  USAID, and any persons designated by it, shall at all reasonable times have access to the premises wherein any cooperating country property is located, for the purpose of inspecting the cooperating country property.

(f)
Final Accounting and Disposition of Cooperating Country Property:  Within 90 days after completion of this award, or at such other date as may be fixed by the Agreement Officer, the recipient shall submit to the Agreement Officer an inventory schedule covering all items of equipment, materials and supplies under the recipient's custody, title to which is in the cooperating country or public or private agency designated by the cooperating country, which have not been consumed in the performance of this award.  The recipient shall also indicate what disposition has been made of such property.

(g)
Communications:  All communications issued pursuant to this provision shall be in writing.

10.
PUBLIC NOTICES (AUGUST 1992)
(This provision is applicable when the cognizant Activity Manager or SO Team determines that the award is of public interest and requests that the provision be included in the award.)

It is USAID's policy to inform the public as fully as possible of its programs and activities.  The recipient is encouraged to give public notice of the receipt of this award and, from time to time, to announce progress and accomplishments.  Press releases or other public notices should include a statement substantially as follows:


"The U.S. Agency for International Development administers the U.S. foreign assistance program providing economic and humanitarian assistance in more than 80 countries worldwide."

The recipient may call on USAID's Office of External Affairs for advice regarding public notices.  The recipient is requested to provide copies of notices or announcements to the cognizant technical officer and to USAID's Office of External Affairs as far in advance of release as possible.

11.
COMMUNICATIONS PRODUCTS (October 1994)

This provision shall be included in every award over $25,000. 

(a)
Definition - Communications products are any printed material (other than non-color photocopy material), photographic services or video production services.

(b)
Standards - USAID has established standards for communications products.  These standards must be followed unless otherwise specifically provided in the agreement or approved in writing by the agreement officer.  A copy of the standards for USAID-financed publications and video productions is attached.

(c)
Communications products which meet any of the following criteria are not eligible for USAID financing under this agreement unless specifically authorized in the agreement schedule or in writing by the Agreement Officer:

(1)
Any communication products costing over $25,000, including the costs of both preparation and execution.  For example, in the case of a publication, the costs will include research, writing and other editorial services (including any associated overhead), design, layout and production costs.  

(2)
Any communication products that will be sent directly to, or is likely to be seen by, a Member of Congress or Congressional staffer.

(3)
Any publication that will have more than 50 percent of its copies distributed in the United States (excluding copies provided to PPC/CDIE and other USAID/W offices for internal use).

(END OF STANDARD PROVISION)

12.
COST SHARING (MATCHING) (April 1998)

(This provision, along with 22 CFR 226., is applicable when the recipient has agreed or is required to cost share or provide a matching share.)

(a)
If at the end of any year (or funding period) hereunder, the recipient has expended an amount of non-Federal funds less than the agreed upon amount or percentage of total expenditures, the difference may be applied to reduce the amount of USAID incremental funding the following year (or funding period), or, if the award has expired or has been terminated, the difference shall be refunded to USAID.  

(b)
The source, origin and nationality requirements and the restricted goods provision established in the Standard Provision entitled "USAID Eligibility Rules for Goods and Services" do not apply to cost sharing (matching) expenditures.

PROHIBITION OF ASSISTANCE TO DRUG TRAFFICKERS (JUNE 1999)

(This provision is applicable where performance of the award will take place in “Covered” Countries, as described in ADS 206 (see 206.5.3))

a)
USAID reserves the right to terminate assistance to, or take other appropriate measures with respect to, any participant approved by USAID who is found to have been convicted of a narcotics offense or to have been engaged in drug trafficking as defined in 22 CFR Part 140.

b)
(1)
For any loan over $1000 made under this agreement, the recipient shall insert a clause in the loan agreement stating that the loan is subject to immediate cancellation, acceleration, recall or refund by the recipient if the borrower or a key individual of a borrower is found to have been convicted of a narcotics offense or to have been engaged in drug trafficking as defined in 22 CFR Part 140.

(2)
Upon notice by USAID of a determination under section (1) and at USAID's option, the recipient agrees to immediately cancel, accelerate or recall the loan, including refund in full of the outstanding balance.  USAID reserves the right to have the loan refund returned to USAID. 

c)
(1)
The recipient agrees not to disburse, or sign documents committing the recipient to disburse, funds to a subrecipient designated by USAID ("Designated Subrecipient") until advised by USAID that: (i) any United States Government review of the Designated Subrecipient and its key individuals has been completed; (ii) any related certifications have been obtained; and (iii) the assistance to the Designated Subrecipient has been approved. Designation means that the subrecipient has been unilaterally selected by USAID as the subrecipient.  USAID approval of a subrecipient, selected by another party, or joint selection by USAID and another party is not designation.

(2)
The recipient shall insert the following clause, or its substance, in its agreement with the Designated Subrecipient:

“The recipient reserves the right to terminate this [Agreement/Contract] or take other appropriate measures if the [Subrecipient] or a key individual of the [Subrecipient] is found to have been convicted of a narcotic offense or to have been engaged in drug trafficking as defined in 22 CFR Part 140.”

14.
STANDARDS FOR USAID‑FUNDED PUBLICATIONS

The following standards are intended as general guidelines for the production of USAID‑funded publications that fall within the scope of those requiring USAID (LPA) approval.

The purpose of establishing basic standards is to enable LPA to work in a cooperative effort with agency bureaus and field missions to produce informative, professional and cost‑effective products that meet the needs of a designated audience.  The audience and distribution plans must be clearly defined and justification given that a real need exists for the proposed publication.

We are fully aware that there will be situations that warrant exceptions to these standards.  Exceptions will be made by LPA on a case‑by‑case basis.

I.
Publications Intended for a U.S. Audience, Including Congress:

A.
Use of color:  Two‑color maximum for both cover and text (black or blue ink, generally used for text, counts as one color).  In the case of publications such as conference proceedings, one color is the standard.

B.
Paper:  For both cover and text, use the most cost‑effective stock that suits the publication's purpose.  Make every effort to use recycled paper.  Do not use heavy stock.

C.
Photos:  Black‑and‑white.

D.
Content:  Emphasize results achieved toward sustainable development through USAID programs.  NOTE:  In most cases, LPA will ask for a separate textual (ASCII) version of the final document for possible posting on USAID's Internet, which at present can support text only.

E.
Design:  Avoid expensive folds/paper cuts, inserts/foldouts, die cuts, embossing, foil stamps and other design elements that add additional expense.

II.
Reports Required by Congress

Most reports should be in typewritten, xeroxed format and respond specifically to what is required by statute.

III.
Use of Metric Units of Measurement

Unless a waiver is granted, metric units are to be used in accordance with Executive Order 12770.  Traditional units may be shown in parentheses after metric.

IV.
Use of Agency Logo

The USAID logo (or the name of the agency written out) should be displayed prominently, e.g., on the cover or title page.

V.
Approval Form

LPA is developing a "request‑for‑approval" form that will be put on the agency‑wide computer network as a macro to simplify and streamline the approval process.  Information that will be required is as follows:  type and design/format of publication; justification for its need; clearly defined audience and distribution plans; print run; budget breakdown including costs for photographic services (if a contract photographer is used), writing, editing, design, layout and printing; whether OE or program funds are being used; and plans to evaluate the effectiveness of the product.

15.
STANDARDS FOR USAID‑FUNDED VIDEO PRODUCTIONS

The following standards are intended as general guidelines for USAID‑funded video productions that require USAID (LPA) approval.

The purpose of establishing these basic standards is to enable LPA to work in cooperation with agency bureaus and field missions to produce informative, professional and cost‑effective programs that meet the needs of the designated audience.  The audience and distribution plans must be clearly defined. The purpose and production plans must be justified and must support a real need.

We are aware that USAID video productions generally fall into two categories‑‑those produced for information/education of U.S. audiences, and those produced with program funds for largely foreign audiences.  These guidelines will help missions decide which programs warrant video productions and how these should be produced.

We are also aware that certain situations will justify exceptions to these standards.  Exceptions will be made by LPA on a case‑by‑case basis.

I.
Basic Guidelines

A.
Content:  Videos intended for U.S. audiences, including Congress, should portray concrete results or chronicle a USAID success story.  The video should not be a "promo" for a contractor or a specialized technical report aimed at a narrow audience of experts.  Videos produced with program funds for foreign audiences would usually be training tapes or other instructional material.  Also, LPA will not approve video recordings of conference proceedings that can more appropriately be shared as written transcripts or audiocassette recordings.

B.
Format:  The program should be shot in a professional television format: BETA, BETA‑SP, or 3/4".  Only viewing copies should be made in VHS.  Programs may be shot in American TV standard (NTSC) or in PAL or SECAM TV standard.

C.
Producers:  Direct contracts must comply with OFPP Letter No. 79‑4 which establish a "Government‑Wide Contracting System for Motion Picture and Videotape Productions" (as required by OFPP by OFPP letter 79‑4.)  The designated production team must have a track record producing information/education programs or other professional broadcast products.  A brief list of previously produced programs should be included.

D.
Length:  The video should be no more than 15 minutes, unless there is a strong justification.

E.
Copies:  The number should be determined by the bureau/mission and reflected in the production budget.  Viewing copies for NGOs, PVOs and local officials should be in VHS.  Copies for local TV placement must be in 3/4" or BETA.  A copy of the master of the finished program must be sent to the LPA video archive.

II.
Approval Form

To simplify the approval process, LPA is developing a macro for the "request‑for‑approval" form that will be put on the agency wide computer network.  The following information will be required.

A.
A general description of the subject of the video.

B.
The intended audience and a detailed distribution plan.

C.
Whether OE or program funds will be used.

D.
Budget breakdown to include costs for the following items:

‑-
Pre‑production: research, script, shooting schedule (where the video will be shot);

‑-
Production: how many shooting days (include travel days), how much per day for the crew plus equipment.  Please note: where possible, a local crew should be used; and Editing: how many hours, how much per hour, how much for graphics and titles.

E.
Discussion of plans to evaluate the script and the "rough cut" for the effectiveness of the product.


Note:  All videos produced with USAID funds must be deposited in the LPA video archive.  This includes all "source" tapes, plus a copy of the completed master program.

(END OF STANDARD PROVISON)

16.
REPORTING OF FOREIGN TAXES

(a)
Final and Interim Reports.  The [contractor/recipient] must annually submit two reports:


(i)
an interim report by November 17; and 


(ii)
a final report by April 16 of the next year.

(b)
Contents of Report.  The reports must contain:


(i)
Contractor/recipient name.


(ii)
Contact name with phone, fax and email.


(iii)
Agreement number(s).

(iv)
Amount of foreign taxes assessed by a foreign government [each foreign government must be listed separately] on commodity purchase transactions valued at $500 or more financed with U.S. foreign assistance funds under this agreement during the prior U.S. fiscal year.  NOTE: For fiscal year 2003 only, the reporting period is February 20, 2003 through September 30, 2003.  

(v)
Only foreign taxes assessed by the foreign government in the country receiving U.S. assistance are to be reported.  Foreign taxes by a third party foreign government are not to be reported. For example, if an assistance program for Lesotho involves the purchase of commodities in South Africa using foreign assistance funds, any taxes imposed by South Africa would not be reported in the report for Lesotho (or South Africa).
(vi)
Any reimbursements received by the [Contractor/Recipient] during the period in (iv) regardless of when the foreign tax was assessed plus, for the interim report, any reimbursements on the taxes reported in (iv) received by the recipient through October 31 and for the final report, any reimbursement on the taxes reported in (iv) received through March 31.
(vii)
The final report is an updated cumulative report of the interim report. 

(viii)
Reports are required even if the contractor/recipient did not pay any taxes during the report period.

(ix)
Cumulative reports may be provided if the contractor/recipient is implementing more than one program in a foreign country.

(c)
Definitions.  For purposes of this clause:

(i)
“Agreement” includes USAID direct and country contracts, grants, cooperative agreements and interagency agreements. 
(ii)
“Commodity” means any material, article, supply, goods, or equipment.

(iii)
“Foreign government” includes any foreign governmental entity.

(iv)
“Foreign taxes” means value-added taxes and custom duties assessed by a 
foreign government on a commodity.  It does not include foreign sales taxes.
