The United States Agency for International Development (USAID) is seeking applications for an Assistance Agreement for funding a program for South Asia Regional Initiative/Energy.  The authority for the RFA is found in the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as amended.

The Recipient will be responsible for ensuring achievement of the program objectives.  Please refer to the Program Description for a complete statement of goals and expected results.

Pursuant to 22 CFR 226.81, it is USAID policy not to award profit under assistance instruments.  However, all reasonable, allocable, and allowable expenses, both direct and indirect, which are related to the grant program and are in accordance with applicable cost standards (22 CFR 226, OMB Circular A-122 for non-profit organization, OMB Circular A-21 for universities, and the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Part 31 for-profit organizations), may be paid under the grant.

Subject to the availability of funds, USAID intends to provide approximately $1,500,000 in total USAID funding to be allocated over the 2 year period.  USAID reserves the right to fund any or none of the applications submitted.

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SECTION A - GRANT APPLICATION FORMAT

PREPARATION GUIDELINES

All applications received by the deadline will be reviewed for responsiveness to the specifications outlined in these guidelines and the application format.  Section II addresses the technical evaluation procedures for the applications.  Applications which are submitted late or are incomplete run the risk of not being considered in the review process.  "Late applications will not be considered for award" or "Late applications will be considered for award if the Agreement Officer determines it is in the Government's interest."

Applications shall be submitted in two separate parts: (a) technical and (b) cost or business application. Technical portions of applications should be submitted in an original and two copies and cost portions of applications in an original and one copy.

The application should be prepared according to the structural format set forth below.  Applications must be submitted no later than the date and time indicated on the cover page of this RFA, to the location indicated on page 3 of the cover letter accompanying this RFA.

Technical applications should be specific, complete and presented concisely.  The applications should demonstrate the applicant's capabilities and expertise with respect to achieving the goals of this program.  The applications should take into account the technical evaluation criteria found in Section II.

Applicants should retain for their records one copy of the application and all enclosures which accompany their application.  Erasures or other changes must be initialed by the person signing the application.  To facilitate the competitive review of the applications, USAID will consider only applications conforming to the format prescribed below.

COST APPLICATION FORMAT

The Cost or Business Application is to be submitted under separate cover from the technical application.  Certain documents are required to be submitted by an applicant in order for an Grant Officer to make a determination of responsibility.  However, it is USAID policy not to burden applicants with undue reporting requirements if that information is readily available through other sources.

The following sections describe the documentation that applicants for Assistance award must submit to USAID prior to award.   While there is no page limit for this portion, applicants are encouraged to be as concise as possible, but still provide the necessary detail to address the following:

the breakdown of all costs associated with the program according to costs of, if applicable, headquarters, regional and/or country offices;

the breakdown of all costs according to each partner organization involved in the program;

the costs associated with external, expatriate technical assistance and those associated with local in-country technical assistance;

the breakdown of the financial and in-kind contributions of all organizations involved in implementing this Cooperative Agreement;

-
potential contributions of non-USAID or private commercial donors to this Cooperative Agreement;

-
your procurement plan for commodities (note that contraceptives and other health commodities will not be provided under this Cooperative Agreement).

C.
A current Negotiated Indirect Cost Rate Agreement;

D.
Required certifications and representations (as attached):

E.
Cost share has been recommended to be  25% of the total estimated amount.  If the applicant proposes a cost share of less than  20%, it will be deemed as not responsive, and will be removed from further consideration.

F.
Applicants who do not currently have a Negotiated Indirect Cost Rate Agreement (NICRA) from their cognizant agency shall also submit the following information:

1.
copies of the applicant's financial reports for the previous 3-year period, which have been audited by a certified public accountant or other auditor satisfactory to USAID;

2.
projected budget, cash flow and organizational chart;

3.
A copy of the organization's accounting manual.

G.
Applicants should submit any additional evidence of responsibility deemed necessary for the Grant Officer to make a determination of responsibility.  The information submitted should substantiate that the Applicant:

1.
Has adequate financial resources or the ability to obtain such resources as required during the performance of the award.

2.
Has the ability to comply with the award conditions, taking into account all existing and currently prospective commitments of the applicant, nongovernmental and governmental.

3.
Has a satisfactory record of performance.  Past relevant unsatisfactory performance is ordinarily sufficient to justify a finding of non-responsibility, unless there is clear evidence  of subsequent satisfactory performance.

4.
Has a satisfactory record of integrity and business ethics; and

5.
Is otherwise qualified and eligible to receive a grant under applicable laws and regulations (e.g., EEO).

H.
Applicants that have never received a grant, cooperative agreement or contract from the U.S. Government are required to submit a copy of their accounting manual.  If a copy has already been submitted to the U.S. Government, the applicant should advise which Federal Office has a copy.

In addition to the aforementioned guidelines, the applicant is requested to take note of the following:

Unnecessarily Elaborate Applications - Unnecessarily elaborate brochures or other presentations beyond those sufficient to present a complete and effective application in response to this RFA are not desired and may be construed as an indication of the applicant's lack of cost consciousness.  Elaborate art work, expensive paper and bindings, and expensive visual and other presentation aids are neither necessary nor wanted.

J.
Acknowledgement of Amendments to the RFA - Applicants shall acknowledge receipt of any amendment to this RFA by signing and returning the amendment.  The Government must receive the acknowledgement by the time specified for receipt of applications.

K.
Receipt of Applications - Applications must be received at the place designated and by the date and time specified in the cover letter of this RFA.

L.
Submission of Applications:

1.
Applications and modifications thereof shall be submitted in sealed envelopes or packages (1) addressed to the office specified in the Cover Letter of this RFA, and (2) showing the time specified for receipt, the RFA number, and the name and address of the applicant.

2.
Faxed applications will not be considered; however, applications may be modified by written or faxed notice, if that notice is received by the time specified for receipt of applications.

M.
Preparation of Applications:

1.
Applicants are expected to review, understand, and comply with all aspects of this RFA.  Failure to do so will be at the applicant's risk.

2.
Each applicant shall furnish the information required by this RFA.  The applicant shall sign the application and print or type its name on the Cover Page of the technical and cost applications.  Erasures or other changes must be initialed by the person signing the application.  Applications signed by an agent shall be accompanied by evidence of that agent's authority, unless that evidence has been previously furnished to the issuing office.

3.
Applicants who include data that they do not want disclosed to the public for any purpose or used by the U.S. Government except for evaluation purposes, should:

(a) Mark the title page with the following legend:

"This application includes data that shall not be disclosed outside the U.S. Government and shall not be duplicated, used, or disclosed - in whole or in part - for any purpose other than to evaluate this application. Explanation to Prospective Applicants - Any prospective applicant desiring an explanation or interpretation of this RFA must request it in writing within three weeks of receipt of the application to allow a reply to reach all prospective applicants before the submission of their applications.  Oral explanations or instructions given before award of a Grant will not be binding.  Any information given to a prospective applicant concerning this RFA will be furnished promptly to all other prospective applicants as an amendment of this RFA, if that information is necessary in submitting applications or if the lack of it would be prejudicial to any other prospective applicants.

O.
Grant Award:

1.
The Government may award one or more Grants resulting from this RFA to the responsible applicant(s) whose application(s) conforming to this RFA offers the greatest value (see also Section II of this RFA). The Government may (a) reject any or all applications, (b) accept other than the lowest cost application, (c) accept more than one application (see Section III, Selection Criteria), (d) accept alternate applications, and (e) waive informalities and minor irregularities in applications received.

2.
The Government may award one or more Grant(s) on the basis of initial applications received, without discussions.  Therefore, each initial application should contain the applicant's best terms from a cost and technical standpoint.

3.
Neither financial data submitted with an application nor representations concerning facilities or financing, will form a part of the resulting Grant(s).

P.
Authority to Obligate the Government - The Grant Officer is the only individual who may legally commit the Government to the expenditure of public funds.  No costs chargeable to the proposed Grant may be incurred before receipt of either a fully executed Grant or a specific, written authorization from the Grant Officer.

Q.
The Contractor/Recipient is reminded that U.S. Executive Orders and U.S. law prohibits transactions with, and the provision of resources and support to, individuals and organizations associated with terrorism.  It is the legal responsibility of the contractor/recipient to ensure compliance with these Executive Orders and laws. SECTION B - SELECTION CRITERIA

The criteria presented below have been tailored to the requirements of this particular RFA.  Applicants should note that these criteria serve to: (a) identify the significant matters which applicants should address in their applications and (b) set the standard against which all applications will be evaluated.  To facilitate the review of applications, applicants should organize the narrative sections of their applications in the same order as the selection criteria.

The technical applications will be evaluated in accordance with the Technical Evaluation Criteria set forth below.  Thereafter, the cost application of all applicants submitting a technically acceptable application will be opened and costs will be evaluated for general reasonableness, allowability, and allocability.  To the extent that they are necessary (if award is made based on initial applications), negotiations will then be conducted with all applicants whose application, after discussion and negotiation, has a reasonable chance of being selected for award.  Awards will be made to responsible applicants whose applications offer the greatest value, cost and other factors considered.

Awards will be made based on the ranking of proposals according to the technical selection criteria identified below.

The technical proposals will be evaluated in accordance with the Technical Evaluation Criteria set forth below. The relative importance of each criterion is indicated by the number of points assigned; a total of 100 points is assigned for technical evaluation.

1. Past Performance (35 points): Each proposal will be evaluated for:

· Experience of the team leader in managing a grant program of similar size 

· Number of grants program that the recipient has managed and the overall cost of such grant programs

· Number of grant or programs that the recipient managed in South Asia on regional cooperation issues (including areas other than energy)

· Reference checks on past performance from references provided by the recipient

2. Technical Approach (35 points): Each proposal will be evaluated for the following specific criteria as a measure of the technical approach:

· Knowledge of training needs gaps and training institutions involved in regional energy cooperation

· Knowledge of ongoing and past research on regional energy cooperation, gaps therein and extent of awareness among the general public in the  countries of the region about these research

· Names of research organizations in South Asia involved in regional energy cooperation and 

· Draft work plan to implement the proposed grants program including approaches to foster cooperative among institutions of two different countries of the region that will be sustained beyond the life of the program 

· Dissemination plan to increase awareness of lessons and research conclusions from this program to various stakeholders

3. Management Ability to meet the program objectives (30 points): Each proposal will be evaluated for a sound management plan to meet the objectives of the SARI/Energy cooperative applied research grants program. The following specific criteria will demonstrate recipient’s management ability: 

· Existing office infrastructure in the region and staffing capability to manage the matching grants program

Monitoring and evaluation plan including milestones and indicators which the recipient proposes to use to manage the grants program to meet the objectives of the grant

SECTION C - PROGRAM DESCRIPTION
1. Background

SARI/Energy is designed to encourage regional cooperation in energy development and trade in clean energy resources among South Asian countries of Bangladesh, Bhutan, India, the Maldives, Nepal and Sri Lanka. SARI/Energy activities provide technical support to address the lack of market-driven, commercial energy supplies in the region identified as a fundamental constraint to increased economic growth; improved governance and increased privatization of the energy sector; the development of clean energy sources and efficient delivery systems; and associated improvements in environmental quality and reduced emissions of greenhouse gas emissions in the energy sector.  

This cooperative grants program specifically addresses the intermediate result of “increased private sector participation in and civil society support for sustainable energy development.”

2. Program Objective

The objective of this program is to set up a regional grants program that will build sustainable local capacity to train energy and associated sector specialists in various issues of regional energy cooperation and spur cooperative research and outreach on challenges and opportunities for regional energy cooperation. The program aims to foster institutional relationships among, preferably not-for-profit, training, research and advocacy organizations of South Asia that would be sustained beyond the life of the SARI/Energy program.

The program seeks to achieve the following results:

1.
Build the capacity of select training institution partners to set up and conduct regional energy cooperation training programs.

2.
Increase cooperative research on regional energy cooperation among institutions of South Asia.

3.
Develop sustainable institutional relationships among South Asia institutions.

4.
Develop and disseminate results of cooperative research to various stakeholder groups in the region including senior policy makers. 

3. Program Description

There are two elements that the grants program aims to work on. The first element will work in cooperation with the SARI/Energy training contractor to provide institutional support grants to select training institution partners to build their capacity to develop and conduct regional energy cooperation training programs. The second element will foster joint regional energy research and outreach by institutions from at least two different countries where SARI/Energy is operational. 

The recipient will be preferably a U.S. not-for-profit organization having existing offices in at least one of the countries where SARI/Energy program is operational and/or South Asian not-for-profit organizations having access to U.S. and international organizations with experience in regional energy cooperation research, outreach and training.

3.1 Institutional Capacity Building Grants to Training Institution Partners

The Academy for Educational Development, one of SARI/Energy training contractors, has identified seven training institution partners (TIPs) in the region to build regional capacity to design and conduct training programs on various issues related to regional energy cooperation. The selected training institutional partner and their technical area of emphasis are mentioned in Table 1.

AED signed memorandum of understanding (MOU) with each institution and will be working with them as partners to implement the training activities for 2003.  AED will provide support to the TIPs in the following areas: 

1.
Exchange of information, including AED giving copies of all SARI/Energy technical reports and course materials to Institutions

2.
Integrating TIPs support in the design, development and delivery of conventional and distance learning courses (an attempt has been made to link at least one institution with each course for 2003)

3.
Facilitating listserv discussions for training alumni in key technical areas

4.
Providing additional input to the structure of the training component of the web site

5.
Organize two regional institutional meetings to build TIP program identity

6.
Identification of training opportunities for their faculty and students

7.
Identify institutional exchange opportunities with institutions in the US that specialize in similar areas

This grants program will provide grants as needed to the training institutional partners in additional areas that will help them evolve as sustainable training institutions in the region. These grants would be custom made to the needs of the individual training institutions. The following are illustrative examples of areas that could be supported under the institutional capacity grants: 

· Enter into a partnership with a U.S. training institution to develop a long-term regional energy training program curriculum

· Membership into professional bodies that strengthen their area of expertise

· Set up a resource center with the latest literature and research in their area of technical emphasis

· Hire specialized local consultant to undertake research contributing to the training program curriculum

3.2 Cooperative Research and Outreach Grants

The recipient is encouraged to use its creativity and knowledge of opportunities and challenges for regional energy cooperation to propose its technical and management approach to foster and encourage cooperative research among South Asian institutions leading to increased regional energy cooperation in South Asia. The recipient, in its program description, should include illustrative research areas for award of sub-grants and how they might contribute to increasing support for regional energy cooperation in South Asia. The recipient should also present their approach to identification of potential sub-grantees, fostering sustainable network among them, and setting up and managing a grants program for cooperative research. Illustrative for sub-grants are provided below and the recipient is encouraged to propose other relevant topics: 

· Overarching framework for energy cooperation in South Asia 

· Institutional models for resolving energy trade disputes

· Common framework for rehabilitation and resettlement of project affected people resulting from regional energy cooperation projects

· Impact of regional energy cooperation on non-energy issues such as social development or international trade

· Financial approaches to reducing political risks in investments in regional energy projects

The recipient should propose as exhaustive a list of target sub-grantees as possible with the flexibility of firming the final list at the time of final work plan submission. Recipient may also consider the potential for collaboration with one or more of the existing regional cooperation efforts but should not be limited to those. Illustrative examples of regional energy programs under operation by not-for-profit, non-governmental organizations are: 

1.  South Asia Forum for Infrastructure Regulation (SAFIR)

2.  Coalition for Action on South Asian Cooperation (CASAC)

3.  South Asia Watch for Trade, Economy and Environment (SAWTEE)

4.  International Center for Integrated Mountain Development (ICIMOD)

5.  South Asia Centre for Economic Policy Studies (SACEPS) 

The main customers of the program are the not-for-profit, non-governmental organizations involved in conducting research, pursuing policy advocacy for regional energy cooperation, or leading to creation of an unified South Asian market for energy products and services. The recipient should identify this customer group as exhaustively as possible during its proposal submission. 

The target stakeholder group for the outreach efforts of the recipients would include USAID, SARI/Energy implementing partners (other contractors / grantees working on the different aspects of the program), the various departments of the Governments in all the participating countries namely the Ministries of Energy, Power, Water Resources, Finance and Foreign Affairs, and business publications. 

3.3 Specific Grant Management Functions

The recipient is expected to undertake the following services for achieving the program objective:

1. Solicit and select grant applications for elements 3.1 and 3.2. Identify target groups for grants that have demonstrated a recognition and appreciation of the importance of energy cooperation in the South Asia region.

2. Monitoring of grantees’ performance towards intended outputs/results.

3. Administer and close out grants.

4. Encourage and facilitate regional cooperation and coordination among the grantees and stakeholders.

5. Facilitate the development of linkages among the grantees with other institutions in the energy field, relevant to the SARI program. 

6. Disseminate findings and recommendations of the program to the program participants, USAID and contractors/ grantees associated with SARI/Energy program through quarterly newsletters. Recipient may also suggest other means of disseminating program outcomes to different stakeholder groups. 

7. Organize and conduct annual regional seminar to present the research outcomes to SARI/Energy partners with a view to reaching agreement on workable models to increase regional energy cooperation and trade. USAID and other implementing partners will be invited to attend this program at their own cost (i.e. cost outside of this assistance instrument). The grantees’ attendance should be included with the program costs. 

USAID will work with the recipient in refining its work plan and provide inputs regarding the selection of key personnel and advise regarding progress towards milestones.  SARI/Energy New Delhi office holds a contractors/ grantees coordination meeting every six weeks and the recipient will be encouraged to attend those meeting to share information and work cooperatively towards achievement of common goals and objectives. In addition, two semi-annual meetings are conducted every year for program activity review and planning purposes. The recipient’s program manager should budget for attending these meetings. 

The SARI/Energy team will provide inputs to the overall program of the recipient through its core members namely the regional program office in Delhi, the country coordinators in Bangladesh, Nepal, India and Sri Lanka. Specific inputs will relate to refinement of the work plan, suggestions of probable target institutions for sub-grants, inputs on the overall SARI/Energy program direction and activities so that the recipient can take advantage of those wherever possible. 

Some milestones have been suggested in section 6 which will form the basis for monitoring performance. The recipient should propose a set of milestones and performance measures which will form the basis for refining the final indicators for performance monitoring. These should be submitted as part of the annual work plan.  In addition, the recipient should also submit simple and easily verifiable measures of achievement of the program objectives as discussed in section 2. 

4. Funding

USAID plans to provide an initial funding of approximately US$800,000 through the South Asia Regional Initiative for Energy Cooperation and Development (SARI/Energy) program as its contribution to the overall program cost. The total USAID funding may be incrementally raised to $1.5 million subject to availability of funds. 

The program requires cost-share from the recipient and the grantees preferably up to 25% of the total proposed program cost. The recipient might use its discretion in seeking higher or lower contribution from individual grantees as long as the contribution from the recipient and the sub-grantee is 25% of the total program cost.
Preference will be given to those recipients who will keep the administrative costs to a minimum and will maximize the use of the funds for grants that will facilitate building sustainable network of institutions in the region who would continue cooperation on regional energy issues beyond the program life. 

The recipient should be creative in suggesting the total number and size (funding) of the grants in its proposal for the two main grant elements. Illustratively the recipient could possibly suggest one large sub-grant of a larger amount which would involve one institution each from each of the SARI/Energy participating country (i.e. 5 institutions cooperating in one research project) and several smaller grants with 2 or 3 institutions from at least two different SARI/Energy countries for element 3.2, research and outreach grants. The recipient may consider for grants of the order of $20,000 - $30,000 for training institution partners for element 3.1, institutional capacity grants, based on their discussion with these institutions and specific needs. 
5. Period of performance

The program is funded for approximately two years from the date of the award. 

6. Deliverables and Reporting

The following deliverables are expected to lead to the achievement of the results mentioned in section 2:
