            Counseling and Testing, delete the last paragraph and insert the following paragraph in lieu thereof “Under this RFA USAID will support the strengthening of the provision of VCT services in Ukraine including the local-level adoption and implementation of protocols in selected, high-priority oblasts.  USAID will also support the mainstreaming and expansion of VCT services into the general health services and activities that help facilitate the introduction of rapid test kits. USAID is also prepared to support the provision of VCT by NGOs.  USAID will not support under this RFA the development and dissemination of protocols and orders designed to ensure widespread adoption of quality VCT services.  The development and dissemination of protocols and orders will be the responsibility of The FUTURES Group”.
       5.
