This Request for Applications (RFA) is to award one Leader with Associates (LWA) cooperative agreements under the umbrella heading Partnership for Food Industry Development (PFID) for worldwide food industry development activities.  The United States Agency for International Development (USAID)/ Bureau of Economic Growth, Agriculture and Trade (EGAT)is seeking applications from a university led - qualified U.S. partnerships for this award.  (See Section A, I: Technical Application Format, PFID Partnerships for further required qualifications).  The authority for the RFA is found in the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as amended. Details as to the particulars of Leader with Associate Awards can be found in Section C, Point D Type of Award. 

The Recipient will be responsible for ensuring achievement of the program objective to support partnerships that contribute to the economic growth of client countries by mobilizing private and public sector expertise to add value, as well as meet safety and qualify standards, in the production of food products for the domestic and international markets of USAID client countries.  Please refer to the Program Description for a complete statement of goals and expected results.
Subject to the availability of funds, USAID intends to provide approximately a sum of $500,000 per year for five years for one Leader award for a total of $ 2,500,000. USAID anticipates that through Associate Awards from other Missions and Bureau offices, approximately

$2 million per year may be available to the PFID partnership.  USAID reserves the right to fund any or none of the applications submitted.

Pursuant to 22 CFR 226.81, it is USAID policy not to award profit under assistance instruments. 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SECTION A – GRANT APPLICATION FORMAT

I  Preparation Guidelines

The PFID partnership must specify concrete issues it plans to address, and identify specific trade or commercial gains that the partnership would be able to achieve.  The applicant responding to this RFA must identify a specific focus for their proposed activity that not only offers substantial, short-term economic benefit to men and women involved in these areas, but also reinforces USAID strategic objectives for economic growth, agriculture and trade.

All applications received by the deadline will be reviewed for responsiveness to the specifications outlined in these guidelines and the application format.  Section B addresses the technical evaluation procedures for the applications. E-mails, telegraphic or fax applications are not authorized for this RFA and will not be accepted. Applications which are submitted late or are incomplete run the risk of not being considered in the review process.  "Late applications will not be considered for award" or "Late applications will be considered for award if the Agreement Officer determines it is in the Government's interest."

Applications shall be submitted in two separate parts: (a) technical and (b) cost or business application. Technical portions of the applications must be submitted in an original and six (6) copies and cost portions of applications in an original and four (4) copies. The originals for the technical and cost applications shall be unbound and two hole-punched at the top.

The application should be prepared according to the structural format set forth below. Applications must be submitted no later than the date and time indicated on the cover page of this RFA and to the location indicated Section A. 

Please include a CD Rom or diskette for both your technical and cost proposals.

The use of 11 X 17” paper is unallowable.  Paper size can not exceed 8 ½” X 14”. If 8 ½” X 14” paper is used in the technical proposal, it will be counted as two pages.

Technical Proposal

d) There is no specified font size for graphics and charts.

Proposals must be a) single sided, b) pages numbered, c) contain a table of contents, d) tabbed and e) Bio-data and/or resumes for key personnel must be in alphabetical order.

In the technical proposal the sections and annexes must be tabbed and listed in the table of contents.

In the cost proposal the following sections must be tabbed and listed on the table of contents: 

a) Detailed budget, b) Current Negotiated Indirect Rate Agreement (NICRA), 
c) signed representations and certifications (Please refer to Section D), 
d) Applicants who do not currently have a NICRA from their cognizant agency shall also submit the following information: 1. Copies of the applicant’s financial reports for the previous 3-year period, which have been audited by a certified public accountant or other auditor satisfactory to USAID; 2. Projected budget, cash flow and organizational chart; 3. A copy of the organization’s accounting manual, e) Applicants should submit any additional evidence of responsibility deemed necessary for the Agreement Officer to make a determination of responsibility.  The information submitted should substantiate that the Applicant: 1. Has adequate financial resources or the ability to obtain such resources as required during the performance of the award; 2. Has the ability to comply with the award conditions, taking into account all existing and currently prospective commitments of the applicant, nongovernmental and governmental; 3. Has a satisfactory record of performance.  Past relevant unsatisfactory performance is ordinarily sufficient to justify a finding of non-responsibility, unless there is clear evidence of subsequent satisfactory performance; 4. Has a satisfactory record of integrity and business ethics; 5. Is otherwise qualified and eligible to receive a grant under applicable laws and regulations (e.g., EEO); and 6. If the recipient has a self certification from USAID, please provide a copy.
f) Applicants that have never received a grant, cooperative agreement or contract from the U.S. Government are required to submit a copy of their accounting manual. If a copy has already been submitted to the U.S. Government, the applicant should advise which Federal Office has a copy and g) Required certification, from AAPD 04-07, regarding Terrorist Financing. 
Technical applications should be specific, complete and presented concisely.  The applications should demonstrate the applicant's capabilities and expertise with respect to achieving the goals of this program.  The applications should take into account the technical evaluation criteria found in Section B.

Applicants should retain for their records one copy of the application and all enclosures which accompany their application.  Erasures or other changes must be initialed by the person signing the application.  To facilitate the competitive review of the applications, USAID will consider only applications conforming to the format prescribed below.

I   TECHNICAL APPLICATION FORMAT

The application will be assigned to the category enumerated at the beginning of Section C, (1) Natural Products.  All proposals will be evaluated using the same criteria set forth in Section B.  The proposal must take a number of cross-cutting considerations into account to demonstrate its feasibility.  These cross-cutting concerns include factors such as the policy and regulatory climate, analysis of the "value chain" or series of transformation and marketing steps, the strengths and weaknesses of the key involved institutions, the impact of a partnership's activities on women agricultural producers and agro-food processors, etc.  The highest ranked application will be recommended for award. 
All applicants are required to submit one single-sided unbound two hole punched original and six (6) copies of the technical  proposal using the following format:

PFID PARTNERSHIPS

The PFID approach and opportunity for a successful impact hinges critically on the following key features which are essential criteria that a PFID partnership must meet:

A PFID partnership must be led by a U.S. university member of the partnership.

A PFID partnership must demonstrate a clearly defined vision of how each member will contribute to food industry development in the specified commodity group area (Natural Products) and benefit USAID client country food industry.

The partnership must propose two or more projects in two or more USAID host countries that is/are likely to result in significant economic growth (10%) within the targeted sub-region over the four-year period of the project.  Further the PFID partners must demonstrate to participating USAID Missions the capabilities of the partnership to achieve the two overall PFID objectives early in the life of the agreement.  These projects are intended to be "proof of concept" projects that will demonstrate to USAID Missions worldwide the effectiveness of the partnership's approach to food industry development and encourage Mission buy-in. The partnerships must propose training programs that are innovative and cost effect and lead to sustainability.

A PFID partnership must contribute to USAID country-specific or regional strategic objectives.  

6. 
A PFID partnership must consist of at least one agribusiness association, individual firm, or other organization or agency partner located in the host country or region where the PFID project operates.  Local partners should have demonstrated, successful experience in agricultural trade and capacity building in the host country or region.

7. 
Key personnel must include the equivalent of two senior professional staff with experience in market led agricultural or food industry development.  Additional expertise would be anticipated to be available in the areas of trade capacity building, market analysis, export marketing strategies and standards and certifications.

Management structure must: 

A.    Clearly delineate the roles and responsibilities of the lead institution and key people who will manage the partnership,

B.    Describe each partner’s role and responsibilities in the proposed activities and address the experience/accomplishments of key people responsible for achieving program objectives. Indicate whether or not you have existing relationships with these partner organizations and the nature of the relationship (e.g., subcontractor or sub-recipient),

To facilitate the competitive review of the applications, USAID will consider only applications conforming to the format prescribed below.

II.
COST APPLICATION FORMAT

 The Cost or Business Application is to be submitted under separate cover from the technical application.  Certain documents are required to be submitted by an applicant in order for an Agreement Officer to make a determination of responsibility.  However, it is USAID policy not to burden applicants with undue reporting requirements if that information is readily available through other sources.

P.  Award:

                SECTION C - PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

A. PROGRAM OBJECTIVE AND SUMMARY

The purpose of this activity is to support partnerships that contribute to the economic growth of client countries by mobilizing private and public sector expertise to add value, as well as meet safety and quality standards, in the production of food products for the domestic and international markets of USAID client countries. 

The applications will fall within the category of: 

Natural Products 

USAID anticipates awarding one Partnerships for Food Awards (PFID) Leader with Associates (LWA) cooperative agreement, for an initial period of four years with an option to extend to a total of ten years.   Frequent coordination meetings among the key senior professionals of the LWA and USAID technical officers will be held to assure that PFID objectives are being achieved. 

PFID partnerships must provide development assistance under the two key objectives of the PFID program. 

(1) Adapting and applying processing and marketing technologies to create value-added products and/or to improve their safety and quality.  These will include:

· Transportation, packing and storage technologies,

· Processing and packaging of products,

· Competitive agribusiness development at the retail and wholesale levels.

   (2)Promoting science-based legal, regulatory and policy frameworks for international trade in agricultural products, including:

· Global trade regime enhancements in food safety and product quality under the WTO SPS Agreement,  

· National food code and control system improvements to reflect a science-based approach to improved safety for domestic use and consumption and for export, 

· Assisting small producers and agro-food processors to comply with international and private food safety and quality standards. 

B. BACKGROUND AND CONTEXT OF THE PFID CHALLENGE

Background

(1)  The PFID Context

In FY 2000, USAID's Economic Growth and Agricultural Development Center authorized a new university/food industry, joint technical assistance program called Partnerships for Food Industry Development (PFID).  The purpose of the program is to strengthen food industries in USAID host countries and promote competitive participation in the global trading system.  An RFA was released in FY 2000 announcing a competition for PFID funding and in early FY 2001 PFID was launched with the award of the first two Leader Cooperative Agreements under this program.   One of the awards, funds a global food industry development program in the fruits and vegetables (horticultural products) subsector, and the other funds food industry development in the meats and seafood subsector.  Because of a high demand for food industry development in multiple subsectors, there is a need to expand PFID to include one or more additional subsectors.  This RFA represents USAID's response to the need for expansion at this time.

PFID management lies in the EGAT/Agriculture Office.  The Strategic Objective is 933-009 - Science and technology developed to improve agricultural productivity, natural resource management, markets and human nutrition; and, the Intermediate Result is 009.2 – Participation broadened, transaction costs lowered and value added in agricultural markets.

(2)  PFID's Geographic Focus

PFID activities will be limited geographically to developing and transitional countries with USAID program presence that have an appropriate strategic emphasis on agriculture and rural development, economic growth, trade or private sector development. Based on a survey with the USAID Missions, an illustrative list of countries was developed. This list does not indicate a commitment by the Mission to utilize the PFID activity. Illustrative USAID Missions that have initiated rural sector assessments, strategic planning, and related programming include the following:

· Europe and Eurasia: Albania, Armenia,  Belarus, Bosnia, Croatia, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Macedonia, Moldova, Romania, Russia and Ukraine

· Asia and Near East: Afghanistan, Bangladesh, Cambodia, East Timor, Egypt, India, Indonesia, Iraq, Israel, Jordan, Morocco, Nepal, Pakistan, Sri Lanka, Thailand, Vietnam, West Bank/Gaza and Yemen 

· Africa: Angola, Botswana, Cameroon, CAR, Chad, Djibouti, Ethiopia, Eritrea, Ghana, Guinea, Ivory Coast, Kenya, Lesotho, Madagascar, Mali, Mauritania, Mozambique, Namibia, Niger, Nigeria, Rwanda, Senegal, South Africa, Sudan, Tanzania, Uganda, Zambia and Zimbabwe

· Caribbean/Latin America: Bolivia, Brazil, Colombia, Dominican Republic, Eastern Caribbean, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay and  Peru

D.  TYPE OF AWARD

1. Leader with Associate Awards

The USAID assistance mechanism, Leader with Associate (LWA) cooperative agreement instrument, will be used to implement PFID. (Please refer to CIB 99-10)  USAID anticipates awarding one Leader Award Cooperative Agreement. The LWA will concentrate on Natural Products.  Benefits of an LWA arrangement include: (1) no further competition required for Mission awards under the Leader/Associate agreement, (2) simplified Mission award documents, (3) simplified certification by the recipients, and (4) reporting directly to the Missions on the use of Mission funds.   The LWA mechanism permits: (1) a Missions or other USAID Offices/Bureaus to participate in the Leader cooperative agreement, through Associate Awards to the Leader and (2) to conduct any work that falls within the scope of the Leader cooperative agreement.  While the Leader Award is a cooperative agreement, any Associate Award from Missions (or other USAID Bureau/Offices) may be awarded as a cooperative agreement or as a grant. There would be neither an additional competition requirement nor pre-established dollar ceiling on Associate Awards, and the Mission or USAID Bureau/Office that funds the award would manage each Associate Award.  

The intention of USAir’s Bureaus, Offices or Missions to make Associate Awards will be discussed with the PFID CTO in order to insure that the intended Award is appropriate to both PFID and the intended LWA. All Associate Awards or grants must be consistent with the Leader Award program description. The CTO's interested in Associate Awards must contact the EGAT/AG Cognizant Technical Officer.  The Agreement Officer in the operating unit issuing the Associate Award ultimately determines whether the program description of the Associate Award is consistent with the Leader Award activity description. An Associate Award will be managed by the Bureau/Mission in USAID making the Award. The Awardee will report to the Associate Award's designated CTO regarding activities carried out under that Award.
Associate Awards will be made to the recipient of the Leader Award as sub-grantees and subcontractors are not eligible to receive stand-alone Associate Awards directly through this mechanism; their involvement is expected to be engaged in sub-grants and subcontracts through the Leader Award recipient.  (Please refer to the Section E, Sample Associate Award.) 

USAID anticipates that Associate Awards will total up to $2 million per year may be available.  Associate Awards may be for up to four years in duration.  Associate Awards may be issued at any time during the Leader Award's four year tenure– until the Leader Award expires.  However, it will be necessary for the Leader award to continue in force until all the Associate Awards are completed. Associate Awards will be subject to the provisions of the Leader Award.  

2. Cost Sharing

The PFID partnerships are expected to provide 15 percent cost sharing with USAID on the Leader Awards. While cost sharing is not required under the Associate Awards, the level of cost sharing will be determined by the office proposing the Associate Award. Suggested cost sharing should directly support the objectives and purposes of the particular LWA Award, and is expected to come from members of the partnership. 

3.
Monitoring

Monitoring is a key element of USAID programs for two reasons.  The first is the importance of adaptive management.  Programs are expected to manage adaptively by establishing clear objectives, designing appropriate interventions to meet those objectives, monitoring the effectiveness of the interventions, and making course corrections in the program as necessary.  Leader Awardees and their partners are expected to monitor their activities for impact as well as implementation adjustments.   
Monitoring is also important in allowing the Agency to demonstrate the impact of the programs it supports.  PFID must demonstrate its contribution to the Agency, Bureau and Mission objectives and relevant indicators, and participating Missions and/or Bureaus may employ additional performance indicators. We encourage applicants to propose cost effective, results-oriented monitoring systems for their work.

The Agency expects, should funding allow, to evaluate the responsiveness and effectiveness of PFID as a mechanism for assisting Missions and Bureaus of the Agency to meet their goals and objectives. The evaluation will take place in year two.

Substantial Involvement

USAID will be substantially involved during performance of the Leader cooperative agreements it awards.  The USAID Cognizant Technical Officer (CTO) for PFID shall be substantially involved in the following areas:

Key Personnel – The USAID CTO will be consulted and have the right-of-approval for the designation of key positions, including the Chief of Party, and the appointment of Key Personnel.  Total key personnel can not exceed two per LWA. 
· Annual Work Plan/Revision -- The USAID CTO will be consulted during the development of the annual work plans/revisions and have the right of final approval.  Work plans should include a timeline for the planned achievement of milestones and outputs.
· Monitoring and Evaluation Plan: The CTO is authorized to approve the recipient’s monitoring and evaluation plan. 

5.  Reports

LWA recipients will each submit the following reports to the CTO, and where requested, to the Agreement Officer:

· Annual implementation plans

· Quarterly performance and financial reports

· Final report

· Any additional documents such as assessments, evaluations, technical leadership manuals, tools, case studies, discussion papers, and so forth produced under PFID.

· Monitoring & Evaluation – The USAID CTO will be consulted during the development of monitoring and evaluation plans and has the right of final approval.
All reports are to be submitted in a) English, b) electronic form Word 2002 and c) printed.  Reports prepared under Associate Awards must be in English and may also be required to be in one or more other languages.
