
QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

M-OP-DCHA-AFP-04-877

1. On page 13, the RFA states the following: “Cost share has been recommended to be 15% of the total estimated amount. If the applicant proposes a cost share of less than 15%, it will be deemed as not responsive, and will be removed from further consideration.” We request that the cost-share requirement be removed, as we believe that this requirement for a minimum of $7.5 million in cost share effectively means that no organization could responsively respond to this RFA. 

ANSWER:  The cost share is amended to 0%.

 
2. Will USAID consider applications for a portion of the RFA? The RFA cover letter language includes the standard provision that “USAID reserves the right to fund any or none of the applications submitted,” and page 16 also provides the standard text that “The Government may award one or more Grant(s)”; however, the introduction to Section C – Program Description (page 20) states that “USAID anticipates awarding a Cooperative Agreement valued up to $50 million dollars with an 18 month period of performance”, which seems to indicate that USAID intends to make only one award via this RFA. 
ANSWER:  It is the intent of USAID to award one Cooperative Agreement.
 

3. A request to extend the closing date.
