 The Recipient will be responsible for ensuring achievement of the program objective to continue progress toward completing the de-mining of the territory. Please refer to the Program Description for a complete statement of goals and expected results.

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SECTION A - GRANT APPLICATION FORMAT

  PREPARATION GUIDELINES

 All applications received by the deadline will be reviewed for responsiveness to the specifications outlined in these guidelines and the application format.  Section II addresses the technical evaluation procedures for the applications.  Applications which are submitted late or are incomplete run the risk of not being considered in the review process.

 Applications shall be submitted in two separate parts: (a) technical and (b) cost or business application. Technical portions of applications should be submitted in an original and two copies and cost portions of applications in an original and one copy.

 The application should be prepared according to the structural format set forth below.  Applications must be submitted no later than the date and time indicated on the cover page of this RFA, to the location indicated on page 2 of the cover letter accompanying this RFA.

 Technical applications should be specific, complete and presented concisely.  The applications should demonstrate the applicant's capabilities and expertise with respect to achieving the goals of this program.  The applications should take into account the technical evaluation criteria found in Section B.  The applications are limited to 20 PAGES, without attachments, and shall be written in English and typed on standard 8 1/2 ”x 11”paper (210 mm by 297 mm paper), singe spaced, 10 characters per inch with each page numbered consecutively.
 Applicants should retain for their records one copy of the application and all enclosures which accompany their application.  Erasures or other changes must be initialed by the person signing the application.  To facilitate the competitive review of the applications, USAID will consider only applications conforming to the format prescribed below.

  COST APPLICATION FORMAT

 The Cost or Business Application is to be submitted under separate cover from the technical application.  Certain documents are required to be submitted by an applicant in order for a Grant Officer to make a determination of responsibility.  However, it is USAID policy not to burden applicants with undue reporting requirements if that information is readily available through other sources.

   F.  Applicants who do not currently have a Negotiated Indirect Cost Rate Agreement (NICRA) from their cognizant agency shall also submit the following information:

     2.  Each applicant shall furnish the information required by this RFA.  The applicant shall sign the application and print or type its name on the Cover Page of the technical and cost applications.  Erasures or other changes must be initialed by the person signing the application.  Applications signed by an agent shall be accompanied by evidence of that agent's authority, unless that evidence has been previously furnished to the issuing office.

     3.  Applicants who include data that they do not want disclosed to the public for any purpose or used by the U.S. Government except for evaluation purposes, should:

Oral explanations or instructions given before award of a Grant will not be binding.  Any information given to a prospective applicant concerning this RFA will be furnished promptly to all other prospective applicants as an amendment of this RFA, if that information is necessary in submitting applications or if the lack of it would be prejudicial to any other prospective applicants.

   O.   Grant Award:

     1.  The Government may award one or more Grants resulting from this RFA to the responsible applicant(s) whose application(s) conforming to this RFA offers the greatest value (see also Section II of this RFA). The Government may (a) reject any or all applications, (b) accept other than the lowest cost application, (c) accept more than one application (see Section III, Selection Criteria), (d) accept alternate applications, and (e) waive informalities and minor irregularities in applications received.

     2.  The Government may award one or more Grant(s) on the basis of initial applications received, without discussions.  Therefore, each initial application should contain the applicant's best terms from a cost and technical standpoint.

     3. SECTION C - PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

DE-MINING ASSISTANCE TO THE TERRITORY OF NAGORNO-KARABAKH

Beginning in 1988, ethnic Armenians residing within the territory of Nagorno-Karabakh (NK) in the Soviet republic of Azerbaijan began to request greater autonomy and closer links to their ethnic relations in the Soviet republic of Armenia.  The fall of the Soviet Union in 1991 and the resultant independence of Armenia and Azerbaijan allowed this quest for autonomy to lead to full scale war over the status of NK.  Although a cease fire was established in 1994, no peace treaty has been signed, and the status of the territory remains in dispute.  Further, Armenia continues to be subject to an economic blockade by Azerbaijan and Turkey as a result of the conflict. The “autonomous region” of NK is neither an independent country, nor a fully accepted and recognized part of any other country.  The United States Government officially recognizes NK as part of Azerbaijan, and actively participates in “Minsk Group” discussions under the auspices of the OSCE (Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe) to seek a peaceful resolution to the standoff.

Official population estimates for NK are approximately 130,000, although many observers believe it is less than 100,000.  In the aftermath of the fighting, this population is virtually all ethnic Armenian.  Approximately 60% live in the main city, Stepanakert,  with the rest distributed among six districts.  NK is effectively connected to  Armenia by a strip of land known as the “Lachin Corridor” through which travel is unrestricted.  The remaining borders of NK are front lines or otherwise militarily controlled.  NK is mountainous and very fertile so agriculture has been, and continues to be, the main economic activity.

Although fighting ceased in 1994, much of the land is covered with anti-tank and anti-personnel mines, as well as unexploded ordnance, making life in the territory extremely dangerous outside of the main towns.  This danger prevents full use of agricultural land, repair of some infrastructure, and even travel along rural roads.  Estimates by HALO Trust, a British de-mining organization, are that some 15,000 mines laid by both sides during the conflict require urgent clearance to allow life to return to normal. 

United States Government Assistance

The U.S. Government has been providing assistance to the people of NK since 1998, through grants and cooperative agreements with, primarily, Save the Children, Catholic Relief Services, United Methodist Committee on Relief(UMCOR), The HALO Trust (UK), and Fund for Armenia Relief.  This assistance is strictly limited to meeting the humanitarian needs of the residents, and includes activities in: shelter reconstruction, potable and irrigation water supply, small public works reconstruction (e.g. schools and community centers), basic health services, micro-finance, and de-mining.  Total assistance obligated to date is $19.8 million.  These humanitarian assistance programs are managed by the United States Agency for International Development (USAID) Mission in Armenia, which has access to the territory.

De-mining Activities

A result of the three-year conflict over NK is that the territory is infested with anti-personnel and anti-tank mines, small caliber ammunition, and unexploded ordnance (UXO).  These  pose a serious danger to all residents: farmers who work fields, infrastructure repair crews, travelers along both paved and dirt roads, and children attracted to these items or who stumble across them.  This situation also severely hinders the ability of many people to support themselves, and thus makes recovery from the conflict extremely difficult.  

HALO Trust, the current program implementor, estimates that some 15,000 mines, laid by both sides in the conflict, require urgent clearance.  De-mining in this context is referred to as “humanitarian de-mining” to distinguish it from “military de-mining.”  The latter focuses on clearing an area to the point where military operations can proceed with minimum, acceptable losses.  Humanitarian de-mining requires that an area be cleared of all mines and other explosives so that civilians occupying and using the land can do so in safety.  

At present, humanitarian de-mining work is being carried out in civilian occupied areas.  Front lines and other militarily--controlled areas are not being de-mined, however, in the event of a peace agreement, this land, too, will require clearing.  Some land may be judged too inaccessible to warrant survey and clearing, e.g. mountain slopes, so it may not be considered when a determination is eventually made that de-mining is completed in NK.  The rate of mine clearance, of course, determines the length of time needed to clear a region, but it is certain that this task must continue for at least the next several years.

Planned future de-mining activities

USAID/Armenia intends to competitively award a grant for further humanitarian de-mining work  in NK, to continue progress toward completing the de-mining of the territory.   The grant will be for two years, with three, one-year option periods.  Funding is at the rate of $450,000 per year for the first two years, a total of $900,000, with any option year funding to be determined.

Specific activities are to include:

· continued survey work to maintain accurate information on mine clearance needs and help determine priority areas;

· sharing of this information with all relevant parties, in particular through the NK Mine Action Center;

· continued mine awareness activities in schools and affected communities;

· continued operations of manual mine clearance teams, large-loop detector teams, mechanical clearance teams, and BAC teams, the exact mix to be determined by needs and priorities;

· possible addition of other clearance means such as dog teams;

· continued provision of an emergency “call out” services to respond to reports of possible mines or ordnance;

The grantee will coordinate closely with all USAID-funded contractors and partners working in NK, in particular with the Fund for Armenian Relief, to provide information on mine and UXO risks in areas where these contractors and partners are or intend to work.  Such assistance will, in general, be made available to other humanitarian organizations working in NK.  Further coordination with USAID contractors and partners will include consideration of their program activities when setting priorities for mine clearance work.

Given the position of the U.S. Government on the status of NK, the grantee will not establish any kind of formal relations with NK government or military authorities.  Relations between the grantee and NK authorities will be those necessary for the grantee to safely implement the funded de-mining work.

Grantee will submit written, quarterly reports to USAID, documenting activities carried out and quantifying progress made towards the objective of clearing the NK territory of all mines and other expolosives.
