Program Description: Air Force Research Laboratory, Materials and Manufacturing Directorate (ML), Wright Research Site is soliciting technical and cost proposals on the following research effort:  

1.
Statement of Objective/Needs:

This is a five-year, open-ended Broad Agency Announcement (BAA) to solicit research proposals for the Advanced Development of Optically Hardened Materials (ADOHM) program.  Multiple contract awards and/or assistance instruments are anticipated with various values for a 12 to 60 month period of performance.  ADOHM is being initiated via release of this baseline BAA No. 04-05-MLK announcement and will be followed by subsequent Research Areas for specific Research Topics to be announced in the FedBizOps at a later date.  This baseline announcement describes the overall program for the ADOHM program.  Periodically over the five-year period (calculated from the BAA publication date), research area announcements to the BAA/solicitation will be issued in the FedBizOps/EPS to request proposals for specific research efforts as new topics are identified.  These subsequent research areas will contain descriptions of research efforts to be addressed, anticipated period of performance, information peculiar to the specific research, and the expected dollar range for proposals received under the research area.  

Each research area announcement will specify a proposal due date.  Proposals received after the stated due date will be governed by FAR 52.215-1(c)(3).  Multiple subsequent research areas are anticipated and may be announced sequentially or concurrently in the FedBizOps/EPS.  The Government reserves the right to re-issue a previously announced research area with a second, subsequent proposal period.  The Government also reserves the right to issue no research area announcement for any given research topic.  

The Materials and Manufacturing Directorate (ML) is responsible for planning, coordinating and executing Air Force programs in materials research, exploratory and advanced development, and manufacturing research and science.  ML is responsive to guidance received from the Air Force Research Laboratory (AFRL) and to the requirements set forth by the Air Force.  The focus of ML is on research areas that advance the state of the art in areas related to the technical problems the Air Force encounters including developing and maintaining a superior Air Force, lowering the cost and improving the performance, maintainability and supportability of Air Force weapon systems, and creating and preventing technological surprise.  Research areas include:

Electro-Optical (EO) Sensor Hardening—Includes advanced materials and process development to demonstrate hardening technologies for airborne and space sensors operating in the visible through long wave infrared spectrums.

Design For Hardening—Includes efforts to develop designs incorporating hardening technologies into existing and future sensor systems.

Advanced Optical Coatings—Includes advanced high performance optical coatings materials and process development to demonstrate hardening technologies in the visible through infrared wavelengths for protection of sensors.

Visible/Near Infrared Sensor Hardening— Includes optimization and transition of viable hardening technologies for current and future airborne and space platforms in the visible through the near infrared.

Targeting Pod Hardening— This research and development effort will focus on demonstrating hardening technology in a pod type system.  Damage and jamming protection technologies will be implemented in replaceable modules that will be tested in system configurations.
Advanced Agile Filters—Includes advanced agile materials and process development to demonstrate hardening technologies for sensors operating in the short wave infrared through long wave infrared spectrum.

iv. Technical Approach

1)  Background/Scope/Program Objectives:  The technical proposal must convey an understanding of the problems or limitations of the general technology area and the intended application(s).  It should be an overall summary of the technical issues addressed by the offeror’s proposal without merely repeating the requirements.  This should provide a vision of what will ultimately be achieved and what solution this effort will produce.
2)  Program Plan:  The program plan should present an orderly progression of the technical and management efforts to be performed.  Upper and lower bounds should be placed on what will be attempted or investigated within the confines of program funding.  Some redundancy is inevitable but should be used judiciously to stress key points.

3)  Technical Discussion:  In this section, the offerors should provide technical detail and analysis necessary to support the technical approach they are proposing.  They must clearly identify the core of the intended approach.  If the offeror has a “new and creative” solution to the problem(s), that solution should be developed and analyzed in this section.  The proposal should include a risk assessment of key technical, schedule or cost areas and their potential impact on the program.  If subcontractors are proposed, identify why selected and what tasks they are to perform.  The offeror shall reference/acknowledge all specified data items in the contract data requirements list (CDRL) that were published in the announcement.

4)  Program Schedule:  The schedule represents the offeror’s plan to perform the program tasks in an orderly, timely manner.  Provide each major task identified in the SOW as a separate line on the program schedule chart.  Provide a schedule of when the data item descriptions (DID) identified in the announcement are to be delivered.

5)  Classified addendums to proposals up to SECRET may be submitted.  Any classified sections of the proposal should be separately bound, but are included in the page count limit.  Please notify the contracting POC of your intent on submitting a classified proposal.

v. Capabilities and Relevant Experience
1) Identify related Government, commercial, previous, or related IR&D work.

2) Identify facilities/resource proposed for the effort

1) Program Organization:  Identify the program organization.  Organizational charts may be helpful in showing the structure of the program.

3) Appendix:  Appendices may include technical reports, published papers, and referenced material in support of the offeror’s proposal.  Do not provide commercial product advertising brochures.  Please be aware that these may be included in the proposal page limitation.  

PART II – Offeror Statement of Work
a)  The SOW developed by the offeror and included in the proposal may be incorporated into a binding contract.  The proposed SOW must contain a summary description of the technical methodology as well as the task description, but not in so much detail as to make the contract inflexible.  Do not include any proprietary information in the SOW.   Contractors may request copies of our contracts under the Freedom of Information Act; consequently, it is imperative that no company-sensitive information be included in the SOW of the technical proposal.

b) The following is offered as a recommended format for the SOW.  Begin this section on a new page.  Start your SOW at Paragraph 1.0.

i. 1.0-Scope:  This section includes a statement of what the program covers.  This should include the technology area to be investigated, objectives/goals, and major milestones for the effort.

ii. 2.0-Requirements:

1. The work effort should be segregated into major tasks and identified in separately numbered paragraphs (similar to the numbered breakdown of these paragraphs).  Each numbered major task should delineate by subtask the work to be performed, including any cost-sharing work, and should be sequentially numbered.

2. The offeror must identify all reviews and when/where (identify by milestone or task) they will be conducted.

c) Any and all hardware/software to be delivered to the Government as a result of the program must be identified.

vii. Page Limitation:  75 pages, 12 point font (10 pitch) or larger, double spaced, single-sided, 8.5 by 11 inches.  This limitation includes all information, e.g., indices, photographs, foldouts, appendices, attachments, etc.  The government will not consider pages in excess of this limitation. 
viii. Refer to the AFRL PRDA/BAA Guide for Industry referenced above to assist in SOW preparation. 

ix. Any questions concerning the technical proposal or SOW preparation shall be referred to the Technical POC cited above.

PROPOSAL REVIEW INFORMATION

1.  Evaluation Criteria:  The selection of one or more sources for award will be based on an evaluation of each offeror’s proposal (both technical and cost/price aspects) to determine the overall merit of the proposal in response to the announcement. The technical aspect, which is ranked as the first order of priority, shall be evaluated based on the following criteria that are of equal/descending specify importance

  a.  Technical:  

i) New and creative solutions

ii) The offeror’s understanding of the scope of the technical effort

iii) Soundness of offeror’s approach, including proposed Statement of Work (SOW)

iv) Special technical factors, including availability of qualified personnel and necessary facilities to accomplish the effort.

  b.  Cost/Price: Cost/Price includes the reasonableness and realism of the proposed cost and fee and consideration of proposed budgets and funding profiles. Cost/Price is a substantial factor, but ranked as the second order of priority.

  c.  Proposal Risk Assessment: Proposal risk will be individually assessed for the technical, cost and schedule areas. Proposal risk relates to the identification and assessment of the risks associated with an offeror's proposed approach as it relates to accomplishing the proposed effort. Tradeoffs of the assessed risk will be weighed against the potential payoff. 

2.  Review and Selection Process

  a.  Categories:  The technical and cost proposals will be evaluated at the same time and categorized as follows:

i.  Category I:  Well conceived scientifically and technically sound proposals pertinent to program goals and objectives, and offered by a responsible contractor with the competent scientific and technical staff and supporting resources needed to ensure satisfactory program results.  Proposals in Category I are recommended for acceptance and normally are displaced only by other Category I proposals.

ii.  Category II:  Scientifically or technically sound proposals requiring further development and are recommended for acceptance, but are at a lower priority than Category I.

Category III:  Proposals not technically sound or do not meet agency needs.

  b.  No other evaluation criteria will be used.  The technical and cost proposals will be evaluated at the same time. 1.   e.  For any subcontracts proposed, the Cost/Business Proposal must contain a subcontractor analysis IAW FAR 15.404-3(b).

  f.  The Cost/Business Proposal must contain any exceptions to the sample Model Contract Terms and Conditions.  (See http://www.wrs.afrl.af.mil/contract/select-model-documents.htm for sample model contracts.)  However, be advised that the document awarded may include contract line items (CLINs)/clauses/articles in addition to those in the models, and/or some of the CLIN/clauses/articles in the models may be deleted, depending on the specific circumstances of the individual program.  Any additions or deletions will be discussed with the offeror prior to award of the document.  

  g. Proposal page limits are strictly enforced.  See Section IV.2.b.of the PRDA/BAA for page limits.

  h.  Offerors other than small businesses are to include a subcontracting plan in Microsoft Word Readable Format on a CD ROM as well as a hard copy.
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
